NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

1. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
A. Accounting Practices

The accompanying financial statements of Coventry Health Care of Kansas, Inc. (“the Company”)
have been prepared in accordance with the accounting practices prescribed or permitted by the
Kansas Insurance Department (DOI). The Kansas Department of Insurance recognizes only
statutory accounting practices prescribed or permitted by the State of Kansas for determining and
reporting the financial condition and results of operations of an insurance company, which include
accounting practices and procedures adopted by the National Association of Insurance
Commissioners' (“NAIC”) Accounting Practices and Procedures Manual (“NAIC SAP”).

Accounting Practices vary from U.S. generally accepted accounting principles (“GAAP”). The primary
differences include:

e Certain assets, designated as nonadmitted assets (in part, uncollected premiums are nonadmitted in
accordance with Statements of Statutory Accounting Principles (“SSAP”) No. 6, Uncollected Premium
Balances, Bills Receivable for Premiums, and Amounts Due From Agents and Brokers) are not recorded as
assets, but are charged to surplus.

Reinsurance

Health Care Reform established a temporary three-year reinsurance program, whereby all issuers of
major medical commercial insurance products and self-insured plan sponsors are required to contribute
funding in amounts set by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (“HHS”). Funds collected
will be utilized to reimburse issuers' high claims costs incurred for qualified individual members. The
expense related to this required funding will be reflected in insurance, taxes, licenses and fees for all of
the Company’s insurance products with the exception of products associated with qualified individual
members; this expense for qualified individual members will be reflected as a reduction of premium
revenue. When annual claim costs incurred by the Company’s qualified individual members exceed a
specified attachment point, the Company is entitled to certain reimbursements from this program. The
Company will record amounts recoverable from reinsurers and ceded claim benefit recoveries to reflect its
estimate of these recoveries.

Risk Adjustment

Health Care Reform established a permanent risk adjustment program to transfer funds from qualified
individual and small group insurance plans with below average risk scores to those respective plans with
above average risk scores. Based on the risk of the Company’s qualified plan members compared to the
risk of members of other qualified plans in comparable markets, the Company will estimate its ultimate
2014 risk adjustment receivable or payable and reflect the pro-rata year-to-date impact as an adjustment
to its premium revenue.

Risk Corridor

Health Care Reform established a temporary three-year risk sharing program. Under this program the
Company will make (or receive) a payment to (or from) HHS based on the ratio of allowable costs to
target costs (as defined by Health Care Reform). Risk corridor payments from HHS will be limited to the
extent of the risk corridor collections received by HHS over the duration of the program. The Company
will record a risk corridor receivable or payable as an adjustment to premium revenue on a pro-rata year-
to-date basis based on the Company’s estimate of the ultimate 2014 risk sharing amount.

The Company will perform a final reconciliation and settlement with HHS of the 3Rs in 2015.
