COMPLIANCE

If the purchaser names someone other than himself or herself as Owner,
the purchaser has no rights in this Contract. The Owner may change the Owner as described in
"Ownership and Beneficiary Changes" on page 8.

JOINT OWNERSHIP

Any Joint Owner is named on page 3. If a Joint Owner is named, then the Owner and Joint Owner share
an undivided interest in the entire Contract as joint tenants with rights of survivorship. If an Owner and
Joint Owner have been named, SBL will honor only requests for changes and exercises of other
ownership rights made by both the Owner and Joint Owner. If a Joint Owner is named, all references to
"Owner" throughout this Contract should be construed to mean both the Owner and Joint Owner, except
for the "Statements" provision on page 7 and the "Death and Distribution Provisions" on page 16.

ANNUITANT

The Annuitant must be a natural person and is named on page 3. If the Owner is a natural person, the
Owner must be the Annuitant. The Annuitant may not be changed after the Contract Date except:

1. Inthe event a spouse continues this Contract when an Owner, or if the Owner is a Nonnatural
Person, the Annuitant, dies as described in "Distribution Rules" on page 16.

2. Inthe event that on the Annuity Start Date, Annuity Option 4 or 8 is elected, a joint annuitant must
be named.

PRIMARY AND SECONDARY BENEFICIARIES

The Primary Beneficiary is named on page 3. Any Secondary Beneficiary is named on page 3. If all
Primary Beneficiaries are dead, the Secondary Beneficiaries becomes the Primary Beneficiaries. Unless
the Owner directs otherwise, when there are two or more Primary Beneficiaries, they will receive equal
shares. Unless the Owner directs otherwise, when there are two or more Secondary Beneficiaries they
will receive equal shares. The Owner may change any Beneficiary as described in "Ownership and
Beneficiary Changes" below.

OWNERSHIP AND BENEFICIARY CHANGES

FLEXIBLE PURCHASE PAYMENTS

The Initial Purchase Payment is shown on page 3. After the Initial Purchase Payment, the Owner is not
required to make any other Purchase Payments. Prior to the Annuity Start Date, the Owner may make

subsequent Purchase Payments in any amount and at any frequency, subject to any Contract limits as
described in "Purchase Payment Limits" below.

BONUS

SBL will credit a Bonus to the Account Value for all Purchase Payments Received by SBL in the first
Contract Year. The Bonus is not a Purchase Payment. The Bonus is equal to the Purchase Payment
multiplied by the Bonus Rate shown on page 3.

SBL may change,
in its discretion, the cap, participation rate, spread, or other elements used in computing the Index
Account interest, subject to any guarantees that apply for each Index Account. For the initial Index
Accounts, information on the initial current and guaranteed cap, participation rate, spread, and other
elements used to compute the interest for the Index Account are shown on page 3.

SBL credits interest to Index Accounts only on the Contract Anniversary, or in the event of a death, on the
date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL unless the Contract is continued. During a Contract Year, no
interest is earned on the amount of any decrease in the Index Account Value related to withdrawals or
when the Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option.

INDEX ACCOUNTS MAY BE DISCONTINUED

SBL may, in its sole discretion, cease offering one or more of the Index Accounts on a Contract
Anniversary. If this occurs:

1. SBL will provide written notice to the Owner of the Index Account that it will no longer be available
in advance of the Contract Anniversary in which it will cease to be available.

2. If by the Contract Anniversary the Owner does not transfer all Index Account Value held in the
discontinued Index Account, SBL will transfer this amount to the Fixed Account.
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TRANSFERS

As of each Contract Anniversary, the Owner may transfer the Account Value among the Fixed Account
and the Index Accounts then offered by SBL, except to the extent that the Owner has previously allocated
any Account Value to any multi-year Index Account. The Rider for a multi-year Index Account will specify
the number of years that applies for that Index Account. The amount held in a multi-year Index Account
may only be transferred at the end of the multi-year term.

SBL will send the Owner a written notice after each Contract Anniversary which will set forth:

1. The Index Accounts then offered by SBL along with information on the cap, participation rate,
spread, and other elements that are used in computing the interest for those Index Accounts that
apply on the date of the notice; and

2. The Current Interest Rate that applies on the date of the notice.

The Owner must request the transfer of Account Value as of a Contract Anniversary on a form accepted
and Received by SBL on or before the 21st day after that Contract Anniversary. Any request for transfer
received after such date will not be honored and the allocation of the Account Value will remain the same,
unless an Index Account is discontinued as described in "Index Accounts May Be Discontinued" above. If
the Owner does not request a transfer, the allocation of the Account Value will remain the same, unless
an Index Account is discontinued as described in "Index Accounts May Be Discontinued" above.

No Bonus Recapture or Surrender Charge applies to transfers. Also, if the MVA Endorsement is attached
to this Contract, no MVA applies to transfers.

VALUES

ACCOUNT VALUE
On the Contract Date, the Account Value is equal to:

1. The Fixed Account Value which is equal to the Fixed Account Initial Purchase Payment Allocation
plus any Fixed Account Initial Bonus Allocation, each shown on page 3, and less any rider
charges and any Premium Tax taken from the Fixed Account.

2. Plus each Index Account Value which is equal to the Index Account Initial Purchase Payment
Allocation plus any Index Account Initial Bonus Allocation, each shown on page 3, and less any
rider charges and any Premium Tax taken from the Index Account.

On each Contract Anniversary, the Account Value will be the sum of all the Fixed Account Value and the
Index Account Values.

On each Contract Anniversary, the Fixed Account Value is equal to:

1. On the first Contract Anniversary, the Fixed Account Value on the Contract Date or for later
Contract Anniversaries, the Fixed Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Plus any subsequent Purchase Payments, plus for the first Contract Year any Bonus, less
Premium Tayx, if it applies;

3. Minus amounts taken from the Fixed Account for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA,
Bonus Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each
withdrawal during the current Contract Year;
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4. Minus any rider charges taken from the Fixed Account;
5. Plus the daily interest on the Fixed Account during the current Contract Year; and

6. Plus or minus transfers into or out of the Fixed Account processed on that Contract Anniversary,
as applicable.

On each Contract Anniversary, each Index Account Value is equal to:

1. On the first Contract Anniversary, the Index Account Value on the Contract Date or for later
Contract Anniversaries, the Index Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Minus amounts taken from the Index Account for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA,
Bonus Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each
withdrawal during the current Contract Year;

3. Minus any rider charges taken from the Index Account;

4. Plus the interest earned, if any, on the Index Account on the current Contract Anniversary;

5. Plus or minus transfers into or out of the Index Account processed on that Contract Anniversary,
as applicable; and

6. Plus any transfers into the Index Account related to Purchase Payments processed on that
Contract Anniversary, if applicable.

The Index Account interest for each Index Account is computed separately as set forth in the Rider for the
Index Account and it is possible that no interest will be earned on the Index Account for any Contract
Year. Interest is earned on Index Accounts only on the Contract Anniversary, or in the event of a death,
on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL unless this Contract is continued.

On any day other than the Contract Date, a Contract Anniversary, or the date due Proof of Death is
Received by SBL for a payment for a death, the Account Value will be:

1. If before the first Contract Anniversary, the Account Value on the Contract Date, otherwise, the
Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Plus any subsequent Purchase Payments, plus for the first Contract Year any Bonus, less
Premium Tayx, if it applies;

3. Minus amounts taken from this Contract for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA, Bonus
Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each withdrawal;
and

4. Plus the daily interest on the Fixed Account during the current Contract Year.

On the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL, the Account Value will be:

1. If before the first Contract Anniversary, the Account Value on the Contract Date, otherwise, the
Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Plus any subsequent Purchase Payments, plus for the first Contract Year any Bonus, less
Premium Tayx, if it applies;
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3. Minus amounts taken from this Contract for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA, Bonus
Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each withdrawal;
and

4. Minus any rider charges;

5. Plus the daily interest on the Fixed Account during the current Contract Year;

6. Plus the interest, if any, on the Index Account on the date due Proof of Death is Received by
SBL; and

7. Minus any Premium Taxes that apply.

CASH SURRENDER VALUE

The Cash Surrender Value is the amount SBL will pay upon the Owner's written request for a full
withdrawal or upon the death of an Owner who is not the Annuitant. The Cash Surrender Value may also
be applied to an Annuity Option. SBL computes the Cash Surrender Value:

1. For a full withdrawal, as of the date the written request is Received by SBL;

2. Upon the death of the Joint Owner who is not the spouse of the Annuitant, as of the date due

3. When applied to an Annuity Option, as of the Annuity Start Date.
The Cash Surrender Value is the greater of:

e. Minus any rider charges.

BONUS RECAPTURE
During the Surrender Charge Period shown on page 3, a Bonus Recapture applies upon a full withdrawal
and the Annuity Start Date, when the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option. In
addition, a Bonus Recapture applies upon partial withdrawals and partial annuitization, other than to the
amount of a partial withdrawal that is a Free Withdrawal. A Bonus Recapture also applies upon the death
of a Joint Owner who is not the spouse of the Annuitant
The amount of Bonus Recapture is equal to:

(A X B) — C, if the amount is positive

B= The sum of Bonuses added to this Contract; and

C= The sum of all previous Bonus Recaptures.
The Bonus Recapture Rate is based upon the Contract Year in which the withdrawal is paid.
For a full withdrawal, a Bonus Recapture equals the full amount of Bonus Recapture. For a partial
withdrawal or partial annuitization, a Bonus Recapture is a pro rata share of the Bonus Recapture that

would apply on a full withdrawal. The pro rata share is based upon the decrease in the Account Value to
satisfy the partial withdrawal in excess of the Free Withdrawal.

SURRENDER CHARGE

During the Surrender Charge Period shown on page 3, a Surrender Charge applies upon a full withdrawal
and the Annuity Start Date when the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option. In
addition, a Surrender Charge applies upon partial withdrawals and partial annuitization, other than to the
amount of a partial withdrawal that is a Free Withdrawal. A Surrender Charge also applies upon the death
of a Joint Owner who is not the spouse of the Annuitant.

For a full withdrawal, SBL applies the Surrender Charge Rate to the Account Value after any MVA and
Bonus Recapture is applied.

The Surrender Charge Rate is based upon the Contract Year in which the withdrawal is paid.

GUARANTEED MINIMUM CASH SURRENDER VALUE
The Guaranteed Minimum Cash Surrender Value will at no time be less than the minimum required by the
laws of the state in which this Contract is issued. The Guaranteed Minimum Cash Surrender Value is
equal to:

1. 87.5% of the Purchase Payments;

2. Minus any withdrawals;

3. Minus Premium Taxes, if it applies; and

4. Plus the daily interest at the GMIR, as set forth on page 3.

WITHDRAWAL PROVISIONS

WITHDRAWALS

The Owner may take a full or partial withdrawal of the Account Value only while the Owner is living and
before the Annuity Start Date. Withdrawals are subject to any federal or state withdrawal restrictions.

If the Owner requests a full withdrawal, SBL will pay the Cash Surrender Value and this Contract will
terminate.

All withdrawals must meet the rules below:

1. The request for withdrawal must be on a form accepted and Received by SBL or under other
methods allowed by SBL, if any.

2. The Owner must apply for any withdrawal:
a. while this Contract is in force; and
b. prior to the Annuity Start Date.

3. The amount withdrawn must be at least equal to the Minimum Withdrawal Amount shown on
page 3, except upon a full withdrawal.

4. The amount withdrawn must not reduce the Account Value below the Minimum Account Value,
shown on page 3.

Unless the Owner directs otherwise, each withdrawal is taken pro rata from the Fixed Account and Index
Accounts based upon their values as of the date of the withdrawal. For amounts held in an Index
Account, no index interest will be earned on the amount of any decrease in the Index Account Value
related to any withdrawal.

FREE WITHDRAWALS

After the first Contract Anniversary and during the Surrender Charge Period, the Owner may take Free
Withdrawals. Free Withdrawals are not subject to a Surrender Charge, MVA, or Bonus Recapture. The
total amount that may be withdrawn as Free Withdrawals in any Contract Year is equal to 10% of the
Account Value as of the beginning of the Contract Year. Any portion of a Contract Year's Free
Withdrawals not withdrawn during a Contract Year may not be carried over to any future Contract Year.

If a full withdrawal is taken during the Surrender Charge Period, there are no Free Withdrawals and the
entire amount of the Account Value is subject to a Surrender Charge, MVA, and Bonus Recapture.

If the sum of all withdrawals taken during a Contract Year exceeds the amount of Free Withdrawals
permitted for that Contract Year, then a Surrender Charge, MVA, and Bonus Recapture will be applied to
the decrease in the Account Value to satisfy the partial withdrawal in excess of the Free Withdrawals. If a
full withdrawal is taken after any Free Withdrawals taken in the prior 12 months, then a Surrender
Charge, MVA, and Bonus Recapture will be applied to the decrease in the Account Value with respect to
all Free Withdrawals taken in the prior 12 months and to the amount of the full withdrawal.

SYSTEMATIC WITHDRAWALS

The Owner may request in writing Systematic Withdrawals while the Owner is living prior to the Annuity
Start Date. Systematic Withdrawals are automatic withdrawals from this Contract at set intervals in
substantially equal amounts.

Systematic Withdrawals are subject to the conditions for withdrawals, as well as any Surrender Charge,
MVA, and Bonus Recapture that applies. The Owner must choose the payment type and frequency of the
Systematic Withdrawals.

The payment type may be:

1. A portion of the Account Value;

2. A specified dollar amount;

3. Equal amounts over a fixed period of time;
4. All earnings in this Contract; or
5. Based upon the life expectancy of the Owner or the Owner and a Beneficiary.
The payment frequency may be:
1. Monthly;
2. Quarterly;
3. Semiannually; or
4. Annually.
Systematic Withdrawals may be stopped or changed by the Owner upon written request on a form

accepted and Received by SBL at least 30 days in advance of the requested date of termination or
change. SBL reserves the right to stop, modify, or suspend Systematic Withdrawals at any time.

DEATH AND DISTRIBUTION PROVISIONS

DEATH BENEFIT ON DEATH OF THE ANNUITANT

Prior to the date the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option, a Death Benefit
becomes payable upon the death of the Annuitant.

The Death Benefit is equal to the greater of:
1. The Cash Surrender Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL; or
2. The Account Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

SBL will pay the Designated Beneficiary the Death Benefit after due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

DEATH OF AN OWNER WHO IS NOT THE ANNUITANT

Prior to the date the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option, upon the death of an
Owner who is not the Annuitant, SBL will pay the Designated Beneficiary:

1. Ifthe deceased Owner is not the spouse of the Annuitant, the Cash Surrender Value on the date
due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

2. If the deceased Owner is the spouse of the Annuitant, the greater of:
A. The Cash Surrender Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL; or

B. The Account Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

DISTRIBUTION RULES

The amount payable on the death of an Owner with any interest shall be paid within 5 years after the
death of any Owner, except as provided below.
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If the Owner is a Nonnatural Person, these distribution rules shall also apply on the death of the
Annuitant.

In the event that the Designated Beneficiary elects an Annuity Option, the length of time for the payment
period may be longer than 5 years if:

1. The Designated Beneficiary is a natural person;
2. The amount payable upon death is paid out under any of Annuity Options 1, 2, or 3;

3. Payments are made over a period not exceeding the life or life expectancy of the Designated
Beneficiary; and

4. Annuity Payments begin within one year of the death of the Owner.
If the sole Designated Beneficiary is the spouse of the deceased Owner or Joint Owner or, if the Owner is
a Nonnatural Person, the spouse of the deceased Annuitant, as applies, the spouse shall become the
sole Owner of this Contract. He or she may elect to: (1) keep this Contract in force until the earlier of
(a) his or her death or (b) the Annuity Start Date; or (2) receive the amount payable upon death as
described above.
This Contract incorporates any provision of Section 72(s) of the Code, or any successor provision. This
Contract also incorporates any other provision deemed necessary by SBL, in its sole judgment, to qualify
this Contract as an annuity contract under the Code. The application of the distribution rules will be made
in accordance with Code Section 72(s), or any successor provision, as interpreted by SBL in its sole
judgment.
The foregoing distribution rules do not apply to a Contract which is:

1. Provided under a plan described in Code section 401(a);

2. Described in Code section 403(b);

3. Anindividual retirement annuity or an annuity provided under an individual retirement account; or

4. Otherwise exempt from the Code Section 72(s) distribution rules.

PROOF OF DEATH

A properly completed and executed claim form accepted and Received by SBL along with any of the
below will serve as Proof of Death:

1. Certified copy of the death certificate;
2. Certified decree of a court of competent jurisdiction as to the finding of death;

3. Written statement by a medical doctor who attended the deceased Owner or Annuitant, as
applicable; or

4. Any proof accepted by SBL.
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ANNUITY PAYMENT PROVISIONS

ANNUITY START DATE

The Annuity Start Date will be the later of:
1. The Contract Anniversary after the Annuitant's 95th birthday; and
2. The [24th] Contract Anniversary.

The Annuity Start Date is the date the first payment will be made to the Annuitant under any of the
Annuity Options. The Annuity Start Date may not be changed.

ANNUITY START AMOUNT

The Annuity Start Amount is used to compute Annuity Payments under Annuity Options 1 through 8. The
Annuity Start Amount is the Cash Surrender Value on the Annuity Start Date as described in "Cash
Surrender Value" on page 13. When the Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option:

1. No Bonus Recapture or Surrender Charge applies; and

2. If the MVA Endorsement is attached to this Contract, no MVA applies.

DEATH AFTER THE ANNUITY START DATE

If the Annuitant or joint annuitant dies after the Annuity Start Date, Annuity Payments shall continue to be
paid at least as rapidly as under the method of payment being used as of the date of death.

ANNUITY TABLES

For Annuity Options 1 through 4, 7, and 8, to determine the minimum guaranteed Annuity Payment, the
Annuity Start Amount is divided by $1,000. The result is multiplied by the rate in the Annuity Tables that
applies. For Annuity Options 1 through 4, 7 and 8, the amount of each Annuity Payment is based upon
Annuity Tables.

The Annuity Tables for Annuity Options 1 through 4 and 8 are based upon the sex (unless unisex rates
apply) and age of the Annuitant or the joint annuitant on the Annuity Start Date. The guaranteed amount
of each Annuity Payment for Annuity Options 1 through 4 and 8 will be based upon the Annuity 2000
Mortality Table with mortality improvement using Projection Scale G projected to 2020 and an interest
rate factor based on the GMIR. The Annuity Tables for Option 7 are determined without reference to the
mortality table or the age or sex of the Annuitant.

The Annuity Table used to determine each Annuity Payment may be adjusted by SBL in its discretion to
use a higher interest rate than the GMIR. The Annuity Tables state values for exact whole ages. The
values will be interpolated based on the exact age(s) of the Annuitant or joint annuitants on the Annuity
Start Date. The Annuity Tables are used in accordance with generally accepted actuarial principles.

Annuity Payments for Options 5 and 6 are computed without reference to the Annuity Tables.
ANNUITY PAYMENTS

The Owner may choose by written request any form of Annuity Option that is allowed by SBL. This
request must be on a form accepted and Received by SBL at least 30 days prior to the Annuity Start
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Date. No Annuity Option can be chosen that requires SBL to make periodic payments of less than $100.
Each Annuity Option allows for making Annuity Payments annually, semiannually, quarterly, or monthly.

Annuity Payments, at the time they begin, will not be less than those that would be provided by the
purchase, using the Cash Surrender Value, of a single premium immediate annuity contract at purchase
rates offered by SBL at the time to the same class of annuitants.

CHANGE OF ANNUITY OPTION

Prior to the Annuity Start Date, the Owner may change the Annuity Option chosen or how often payments
will be made. The Owner must request the change in writing. This request must be Received by SBL at
least 30 days prior to the Annuity Start Date. No change will be accepted after 30 days prior to the
Annuity Start Date.

ANNUITY OPTIONS

The Owner may choose one of the Annuity Options below or any other Annuity Option that SBL may
offer, from time to time.

OPTION 1 LIFE OPTION: This option provides Annuity Payments for the life of the Annuitant. Upon
the Annuitant's death, no further Annuity Payments will be made.

OPTION 2 LIFE WITH FIXED PERIOD OPTION: This option provides Annuity Payments for the life
of the Annuitant. A fixed period of 5, 10, 15, or 20 years may be chosen. Annuity
Payments will be made to the end of this period even if the Annuitant dies prior to the end
of the period. If the Annuitant dies before receiving all the Annuity Payments during the
fixed period, the remaining Annuity Payments will be made to the Designated Beneficiary.

OPTION 3 LIFE WITH INSTALLMENT OR UNIT REFUND OPTION: This option provides Annuity
Payments for the life of the Annuitant with a period certain determined by dividing the
Annuity Start Amount by the amount of the first payment. A fixed number of Annuity
Payments will be made even if the Annuitant dies. If the Annuitant dies before receiving
the fixed number of Annuity Payments, any remaining Annuity Payments will be made to
the Designated Beneficiary.

OPTION 4 JOINT AND LAST SURVIVOR OPTION: This option provides Annuity Payments for the
life of the Annuitant and joint annuitant. Annuity Payments will be made as long as either
is living.

OPTION 5 FIXED PERIOD OPTIONS: This option provides Annuity Payments for a fixed number of
years between 5 and 20. The amount of the Annuity Payments will vary as a result of the
interest rate (as adjusted periodically) credited on the General Account. This rate is
guaranteed to be no less than the GMIR shown on page 3. If all the Annuitants die before
receiving the fixed number of Annuity Payments, any remaining Annuity Payments will be
made to the Designated Beneficiary.

OPTION 6 FIXED PAYMENT OPTION: This option provides for Annuity Payments of a fixed amount
chosen by the Owner. This amount is paid until the amount applied, including daily
interest adjustments, is paid. The number of payments will vary as a result of the interest
rate (as adjusted periodically) credited on the General Account. This rate is guaranteed to
be no less than the GMIR shown on page 3. If all the Annuitants die before receiving all
the Annuity Payments, any remaining Annuity Payments will be made to the Designated
Beneficiary.
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OPTION 7 PERIOD CERTAIN OPTION: This option provides Annuity Payments of a fixed amount
for a fixed period of 5, 10, 15, or 20 years. Annuity Payments will be made until the end of
this period. If the Annuitant dies prior to the end of the period, the remaining Annuity
Payments will be made to the Designated Beneficiary.

OPTION 8 JOINT AND CONTINGENT SURVIVOR OPTION: This option provides Annuity
Payments for the life of the primary Annuitant. Annuity Payments will be made to the
primary Annuitant as long as he or she is living. Upon the death of the Annuitant, Annuity
Payments will be made to the joint annuitant as long as he or she is living. If the joint
annuitant is not living upon the death of the Annuitant, no further Annuity Payments will
be made.

PAYMENTS

Federal, state, or local taxes may reduce payments to satisfy withdrawals, any amounts payable upon
death, and Annuity Payments. SBL may reduce any payment by tax withholding as required by the law
that applies.

SBL reserves the right to delay benefits payable under this Contract, except for any amounts payable on
death, for up to six months, subject to receipt of any approval required of the insurance regulator of the
state in which this Contract is issued. SBL will notify the Owner if there will be a delay. Payments delayed
will earn interest at the rate required by the laws of the state in which this Contract is issued.

As permitted by laws of the state where this Contract is issued, SBL may make payments of withdrawals,
any amounts payable on death, and Annuity Payment amounts by means other than issuing the payee a
check and under any payment option or method that SBL may offer from time to time.

THE CONTRACT

The entire contract between the Owner and SBL consists of this Contract, the attached Application, and
all Amendments, Endorsements, or Riders to this Contract. Only the President, a Vice President, or the
Secretary of SBL may consent in writing to any change in this Contract.

Unless the appropriate court rules that there is fraud, all statements made in the Application will be
deemed representations and not warranties. SBL will not use any statement made by or on behalf of the
Owner or Annuitant to void this Contract unless it is in the written Application.

The Application and each Purchase Payment must be acceptable to SBL under its rules and practices. If
a Purchase Payment is not acceptable, SBL shall return the Purchase Payment and shall have no other
liability.

COMPLIANCE

SBL reserves the right to change any provisions of this Contract to comply with any federal or state law or
regulation. This includes, but is not limited to, changes so that this Contract qualifies as an annuity
contract under the Internal Revenue Code (the "Code"), or to comply with the laws of the state in which
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this Contract is issued. SBL will provide the Owner with a copy of any such change. If required, SBL will
also file a change with the insurance regulators of the state in which this Contract is issued.

MISSTATEMENT OF AGE

When allowed by law, if the age of the Annuitant or joint annuitant has been misstated, SBL shall adjust
benefits payable to the amount payable based on the correct age. SBL may require at any time proof of
the age of an Annuitant or joint annuitant in a form accepted by SBL. If payments have already started
and the misstatement has caused an underpayment, SBL will pay the full amount due, with daily interest
at the GMIR shown on page 3, with the next payment. If the misstatement has caused an overpayment,
SBL will deduct the excess, with daily interest at the GMIR shown on page 3, from one or more future
payments.

EVIDENCE OF SURVIVAL

SBL may require proof that the natural person is living if any payments under this Contract depend on a
natural person being alive on a given date.

ASSIGNMENT

Please refer to page 3 to see if this Contract may be assigned. If it may be assigned, no Assignment
under this Contract is binding unless Received by SBL in writing. SBL assumes no responsibility for the
validity or effect of any Assignment, such as tax consequences. The Assignment will be subject to any
payment made or other action taken by SBL before the Assignment is Received by SBL. Once filed, the
rights of an Owner, Annuitant and Designated Beneficiary are subject to the Assignment. Any claim is
subject to proof of interest of the assignee. An Assignment shall become effective on the date the notice
of assignment is signed, subject to any payments made or actions taken by SBL prior to receipt of the
notice.

CLAIMS OF CREDITORS

The Account Value and other benefits under this Contract are exempt from the claims of creditors of the
Owner to the extent allowed by law.

NONFORFEITURE VALUES

The Death Benefit, Cash Surrender Value, and Annuity Start Amount will at least equal the minimum
required by law. SBL has filed its method of computing these benefits with the insurance regulator of the
state in which this Contract is issued.

STATEMENTS

Beginning on the first Contract Anniversary and at least once each Contract Year, SBL will send a
statement including the current Account Value and the other information required by law to the Owner
free of charge. The Owner may request in writing a statement at other intervals. SBL may charge a
reasonable fee for such statements.
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FREE LOOK PERIOD — RIGHT TO CANCEL

The Owner has the right to examine and return this Contract to SBL for the period set forth on page 1.
The Contract may be returned by delivering or mailing it to SBL or to the insurance producer through
whom it was purchased. If returned, this Contract shall be deemed void from the beginning and SBL will
refund any Purchase Payments Received by SBL. Any Bonus credited will not be returned.

OWNERSHIP, ANNUITANT, AND BENEFICIARY PROVISIONS

OWNERSHIP

The Owner is named on page 3. During the Owner's lifetime, only the Owner may exercise all rights and
privileges under this Contract. If the purchaser names someone other than himself or herself as Owner,
the purchaser has no rights in this Contract. The Owner may change the Owner as described in
"Ownership and Beneficiary Changes" on page 8.

JOINT OWNERSHIP

Any Joint Owner is named on page 3. If a Joint Owner is named, then the Owner and Joint Owner share
an undivided interest in the entire Contract as joint tenants with rights of survivorship. If an Owner and
Joint Owner have been named, SBL will honor only requests for changes and exercises of other
ownership rights made by both the Owner and Joint Owner. If a Joint Owner is named, all references to
"Owner" throughout this Contract should be construed to mean both the Owner and Joint Owner, except
for the "Statements" provision on page 7 and the "Death and Distribution Provisions" on page 16.

ANNUITANT

The Annuitant must be a natural person and is named on page 3. If the Owner is a natural person, the
Owner must be the Annuitant. The Annuitant may not be changed after the Contract Date except:

1. Inthe event a spouse continues this Contract when an Owner, or if the Owner is a Nonnatural
Person, the Annuitant, dies as described in "Distribution Rules" on page 16.

2. Inthe event that on the Annuity Start Date, Annuity Option 4 or 8 is elected, a joint annuitant must
be named.

PRIMARY AND SECONDARY BENEFICIARIES

The Primary Beneficiary is named on page 3. Any Secondary Beneficiary is named on page 3. If all
Primary Beneficiaries are dead, the Secondary Beneficiaries becomes the Primary Beneficiaries. Unless
the Owner directs otherwise, when there are two or more Primary Beneficiaries, they will receive equal
shares. Unless the Owner directs otherwise, when there are two or more Secondary Beneficiaries they
will receive equal shares. The Owner may change any Beneficiary as described in "Ownership and
Beneficiary Changes" below.

OWNERSHIP AND BENEFICIARY CHANGES

Subiject to the terms of any existing Assignment or irrevocable election, the Owner may name a new Joint
Owner, Primary Beneficiary, or Secondary Beneficiary. Any new Joint Owner, Primary Beneficiary, or
Secondary Beneficiary revokes all prior choices. The Owner's change must be made in writing on a form
accepted and Received by SBL. No natural person may be named as a new Joint Owner after the natural
person's 81st birthday.
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Changes become effective as of the date the written request is signed, whether or not the Owner is living
at the time the change is recorded. A change will be subject to any action taken, including any payment
made by SBL prior to the time it was Received by SBL. SBL may require this Contract be returned so
these changes may be made. SBL is not responsible for tax consequences, if any, from a change in the
Owner.

PURCHASE PAYMENT PROVISIONS

FLEXIBLE PURCHASE PAYMENTS

The Initial Purchase Payment is shown on page 3. After the Initial Purchase Payment, the Owner is not
required to make any other Purchase Payments. Prior to the Annuity Start Date, the Owner may make

subsequent Purchase Payments in any amount and at any frequency, subject to any Contract limits as
described in "Purchase Payment Limits" below.

BONUS

SBL will credit a Bonus to the Account Value for all Purchase Payments Received by SBL in the first
Contract Year. The Bonus is not a Purchase Payment. The Bonus is equal to the Purchase Payment
multiplied by the Bonus Rate shown on page 3. The Bonus will be allocated to the Fixed Account and the
Index Accounts in the same manner as the Purchase Payment for which the Bonus was added.

PURCHASE PAYMENT LIMITS

The total of all Purchase Payments may not exceed $1,000,000 without prior approval by SBL. The
Minimum Subsequent Purchase Payment amount is shown on page 3.

PLACE OF PAYMENT

All Purchase Payments under this Contract are payable to SBL at One Security Benefit Place, Topeka,
Kansas 66636-0001.

ALLOCATION OF PURCHASE PAYMENT

At the time of the Application, the Owner must allocate the entire Initial Purchase Payment among the
Fixed Account and the Index Accounts then offered by SBL. The allocation of the Initial Purchase
Payment is shown on page 3.

When Received by SBL, any subsequent Purchase Payments will be allocated to the Fixed Account.
When SBL declares a Current Interest Rate for a particular Purchase Payment, it will apply to that
Purchase Payment for the remainder of the Contract Year in which the Purchase Payment is Received by
SBL. The amount allocated to the Fixed Account related to the Purchase Payment will remain in the Fixed
Account unless the Owner submits a subsequent transfer request. As described in "Transfers" on page
11, transfers are only made on a Contract Anniversary.

FIXED ACCOUNT AND INDEX ACCOUNTS

ACCOUNTS

The Fixed Account and one or more Index Accounts are initially available for allocations of the Initial
Purchase Payment. The initial Index Accounts offered by SBL are shown on page 3 and attached as
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separate Riders. SBL offers the Index Accounts in its discretion. SBL may, from time to time, offer other
Index Accounts and it will issue a Rider for these Index Accounts.

FIXED ACCOUNT

SBL credits interest daily to the Fixed Account at an annual rate at least equal to the GMIR shown on
page 3. SBL will declare a Current Interest Rate which may, in SBL's discretion, exceed the GMIR.

The Initial Current Interest Rate that applies to the Initial Purchase Payment is shown on page 3. SBL will
credit interest at the Initial Current Interest Rate for amounts allocated to the Fixed Account from the day
the Application and Initial Purchase Payment are Received by SBL.

SBL will, from time to time, set the Current Interest Rate that applies to subsequent Purchase Payments,
which may be different from the Current Interest Rate that applies to the amount previously allocated to
the Fixed Account. The Current Interest Rate that applies to subsequent Purchase Payments will apply
from the date that the subsequent Purchase Payment is Received by SBL to the next Contract
Anniversary.

For each Contract Anniversary, SBL will set a Current Interest Rate that will apply for the entire Contract
Year to all amounts allocated to the Fixed Account as of that Contract Anniversary.

On the Annuity Start Date, SBL no longer credits interest to the Fixed Account.
INDEX ACCOUNTS

The initial Index Accounts offered by SBL are shown on page 3. SBL will issue a Rider for each available
Index Account. The Rider sets forth the method for computing interest and the term of that Index Account.

Each Rider also specifies the cap, participation rate, spread, or other elements used in computing the
Index Account interest and describes how these elements operate for the computation. SBL may change,
in its discretion, the cap, participation rate, spread, or other elements used in computing the Index
Account interest, subject to any guarantees that apply for each Index Account. For the initial Index
Accounts, information on the initial current and guaranteed cap, participation rate, spread, and other
elements used to compute the interest for the Index Account are shown on page 3.

SBL credits interest to Index Accounts only on the Contract Anniversary, or in the event of a death, on the
date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL unless the Contract is continued. During a Contract Year, no
interest is earned on the amount of any decrease in the Index Account Value related to withdrawals or
when the Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option.

INDEX ACCOUNTS MAY BE DISCONTINUED

SBL may, in its sole discretion, cease offering one or more of the Index Accounts on a Contract
Anniversary. If this occurs:

1. SBL will provide written notice to the Owner of the Index Account that it will no longer be available
in advance of the Contract Anniversary in which it will cease to be available.

2. If by the Contract Anniversary the Owner does not transfer all Index Account Value held in the
discontinued Index Account, SBL will transfer this amount to the Fixed Account.
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TRANSFERS

As of each Contract Anniversary, the Owner may transfer the Account Value among the Fixed Account
and the Index Accounts then offered by SBL, except to the extent that the Owner has previously allocated
any Account Value to any multi-year Index Account. The Rider for a multi-year Index Account will specify
the number of years that applies for that Index Account. The amount held in a multi-year Index Account
may only be transferred at the end of the multi-year term.

SBL will send the Owner a written notice after each Contract Anniversary which will set forth:

1. The Index Accounts then offered by SBL along with information on the cap, participation rate,
spread, and other elements that are used in computing the interest for those Index Accounts that
apply on the date of the notice; and

2. The Current Interest Rate that applies on the date of the notice.

The Owner must request the transfer of Account Value as of a Contract Anniversary on a form accepted
and Received by SBL on or before the 21st day after that Contract Anniversary. Any request for transfer
received after such date will not be honored and the allocation of the Account Value will remain the same,
unless an Index Account is discontinued as described in "Index Accounts May Be Discontinued" above. If
the Owner does not request a transfer, the allocation of the Account Value will remain the same, unless
an Index Account is discontinued as described in "Index Accounts May Be Discontinued" above.

No Bonus Recapture or Surrender Charge applies to transfers. Also, if the MVA Endorsement is attached
to this Contract, no MVA applies to transfers.

VALUES

ACCOUNT VALUE
On the Contract Date, the Account Value is equal to:

1. The Fixed Account Value which is equal to the Fixed Account Initial Purchase Payment Allocation
plus any Fixed Account Initial Bonus Allocation, each shown on page 3, and less any rider
charges and any Premium Tax taken from the Fixed Account.

2. Plus each Index Account Value which is equal to the Index Account Initial Purchase Payment
Allocation plus any Index Account Initial Bonus Allocation, each shown on page 3, and less any
rider charges and any Premium Tax taken from the Index Account.

On each Contract Anniversary, the Account Value will be the sum of all the Fixed Account Value and the
Index Account Values.

On each Contract Anniversary, the Fixed Account Value is equal to:

1. On the first Contract Anniversary, the Fixed Account Value on the Contract Date or for later
Contract Anniversaries, the Fixed Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Plus any subsequent Purchase Payments, plus for the first Contract Year any Bonus, less
Premium Tayx, if it applies;

3. Minus amounts taken from the Fixed Account for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA,
Bonus Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each
withdrawal during the current Contract Year;
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4. Minus any rider charges taken from the Fixed Account;
5. Plus the daily interest on the Fixed Account during the current Contract Year; and

6. Plus or minus transfers into or out of the Fixed Account processed on that Contract Anniversary,
as applicable.

On each Contract Anniversary, each Index Account Value is equal to:

1. On the first Contract Anniversary, the Index Account Value on the Contract Date or for later
Contract Anniversaries, the Index Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Minus amounts taken from the Index Account for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA,
Bonus Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each
withdrawal during the current Contract Year;

3. Minus any rider charges taken from the Index Account;

4. Plus the interest earned, if any, on the Index Account on the current Contract Anniversary;

5. Plus or minus transfers into or out of the Index Account processed on that Contract Anniversary,
as applicable; and

6. Plus any transfers into the Index Account related to Purchase Payments processed on that
Contract Anniversary, if applicable.

The Index Account interest for each Index Account is computed separately as set forth in the Rider for the
Index Account and it is possible that no interest will be earned on the Index Account for any Contract
Year. Interest is earned on Index Accounts only on the Contract Anniversary, or in the event of a death,
on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL unless this Contract is continued.

On any day other than the Contract Date, a Contract Anniversary, or the date due Proof of Death is
Received by SBL for a payment for a death, the Account Value will be:

1. If before the first Contract Anniversary, the Account Value on the Contract Date, otherwise, the
Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Plus any subsequent Purchase Payments, plus for the first Contract Year any Bonus, less
Premium Tayx, if it applies;

3. Minus amounts taken from this Contract for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA, Bonus
Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each withdrawal;
and

4. Plus the daily interest on the Fixed Account during the current Contract Year.

On the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL, the Account Value will be:

1. If before the first Contract Anniversary, the Account Value on the Contract Date, otherwise, the
Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Plus any subsequent Purchase Payments, plus for the first Contract Year any Bonus, less
Premium Tayx, if it applies;
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3. Minus amounts taken from this Contract for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA, Bonus
Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each withdrawal;
and

4. Minus any rider charges;

5. Plus the daily interest on the Fixed Account during the current Contract Year;

6. Plus the interest, if any, on the Index Account on the date due Proof of Death is Received by
SBL; and

7. Minus any Premium Taxes that apply.

CASH SURRENDER VALUE

The Cash Surrender Value is the amount SBL will pay upon the Owner's written request for a full
withdrawal or upon the death of an Owner who is not the Annuitant. The Cash Surrender Value may also
be applied to an Annuity Option. SBL computes the Cash Surrender Value:

1. For a full withdrawal, as of the date the written request is Received by SBL;

2. Upon the death of the Joint Owner who is not the spouse of the Annuitant, as of the date due
Proof of Death is Received by SBL; or

3. When applied to an Annuity Option, as of the Annuity Start Date.
The Cash Surrender Value is the greater of:
1. The Guaranteed Minimum Cash Surrender Value; or
2. The Account Value:
a. Plus or minus any MVA,;
b. Minus any Surrender Charge;
c. Minus any Bonus Recapture;
d. Minus any Premium Tax or other tax that applies; and

e. Minus any rider charges.

BONUS RECAPTURE
During the Surrender Charge Period shown on page 3, a Bonus Recapture applies upon a full withdrawal
and the Annuity Start Date, when the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option. In
addition, a Bonus Recapture applies upon partial withdrawals and partial annuitization, other than to the
amount of a partial withdrawal that is a Free Withdrawal. A Bonus Recapture also applies upon the death
of a Joint Owner who is not the spouse of the Annuitant.
The amount of Bonus Recapture is equal to:

(A X B) — C, if the amount is positive

Where:
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A= Bonus Recapture Rate shown on page 3;

B= The sum of Bonuses added to this Contract; and

C= The sum of all previous Bonus Recaptures.
The Bonus Recapture Rate is based upon the Contract Year in which the withdrawal is paid.
For a full withdrawal, a Bonus Recapture equals the full amount of Bonus Recapture. For a partial
withdrawal or partial annuitization, a Bonus Recapture is a pro rata share of the Bonus Recapture that

would apply on a full withdrawal. The pro rata share is based upon the decrease in the Account Value to
satisfy the partial withdrawal in excess of the Free Withdrawal.

SURRENDER CHARGE

During the Surrender Charge Period shown on page 3, a Surrender Charge applies upon a full withdrawal
and the Annuity Start Date when the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option. In
addition, a Surrender Charge applies upon partial withdrawals and partial annuitization, other than to the
amount of a partial withdrawal that is a Free Withdrawal. A Surrender Charge also applies upon the death
of a Joint Owner who is not the spouse of the Annuitant.

For a full withdrawal, SBL applies the Surrender Charge Rate to the Account Value after any MVA and
Bonus Recapture is applied. For a partial withdrawal or partial annuitization, SBL applies the Surrender
Charge Rate to the decrease in the Account Value to satisfy the partial withdrawal in excess of the Free
Withdrawal.

A table of Surrender Charge Rates that applies during the Surrender Charge Period is shown on page 3.
The Surrender Charge Rate is based upon the Contract Year in which the withdrawal is paid.

GUARANTEED MINIMUM CASH SURRENDER VALUE
The Guaranteed Minimum Cash Surrender Value will at no time be less than the minimum required by the
laws of the state in which this Contract is issued. The Guaranteed Minimum Cash Surrender Value is
equal to:

1. 87.5% of the Purchase Payments;

2. Minus any withdrawals;

3. Minus Premium Taxes, if it applies; and

4. Plus the daily interest at the GMIR, as set forth on page 3.

WITHDRAWAL PROVISIONS

WITHDRAWALS

The Owner may take a full or partial withdrawal of the Account Value only while the Owner is living and
before the Annuity Start Date. Withdrawals are subject to any federal or state withdrawal restrictions.

If the Owner requests a full withdrawal, SBL will pay the Cash Surrender Value and this Contract will
terminate.
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All withdrawals must meet the rules below:

1. The request for withdrawal must be on a form accepted and Received by SBL or under other
methods allowed by SBL, if any.

2. The Owner must apply for any withdrawal:
a. while this Contract is in force; and
b. prior to the Annuity Start Date.

3. The amount withdrawn must be at least equal to the Minimum Withdrawal Amount shown on
page 3, except upon a full withdrawal.

4. The amount withdrawn must not reduce the Account Value below the Minimum Account Value,
shown on page 3.

Unless the Owner directs otherwise, each withdrawal is taken pro rata from the Fixed Account and Index
Accounts based upon their values as of the date of the withdrawal. For amounts held in an Index
Account, no index interest will be earned on the amount of any decrease in the Index Account Value
related to any withdrawal.

FREE WITHDRAWALS

After the first Contract Anniversary and during the Surrender Charge Period, the Owner may take Free
Withdrawals. Free Withdrawals are not subject to a Surrender Charge, MVA, or Bonus Recapture. The
total amount that may be withdrawn as Free Withdrawals in any Contract Year is equal to 10% of the
Account Value as of the beginning of the Contract Year. Any portion of a Contract Year's Free
Withdrawals not withdrawn during a Contract Year may not be carried over to any future Contract Year.

If a full withdrawal is taken during the Surrender Charge Period, there are no Free Withdrawals and the
entire amount of the Account Value is subject to a Surrender Charge, MVA, and Bonus Recapture.

If the sum of all withdrawals taken during a Contract Year exceeds the amount of Free Withdrawals
permitted for that Contract Year, then a Surrender Charge, MVA, and Bonus Recapture will be applied to
the decrease in the Account Value to satisfy the partial withdrawal in excess of the Free Withdrawals. If a
full withdrawal is taken after any Free Withdrawals taken in the prior 12 months, then a Surrender
Charge, MVA, and Bonus Recapture will be applied to the decrease in the Account Value with respect to
all Free Withdrawals taken in the prior 12 months and to the amount of the full withdrawal.

SYSTEMATIC WITHDRAWALS

The Owner may request in writing Systematic Withdrawals while the Owner is living prior to the Annuity
Start Date. Systematic Withdrawals are automatic withdrawals from this Contract at set intervals in
substantially equal amounts.

Systematic Withdrawals are subject to the conditions for withdrawals, as well as any Surrender Charge,
MVA, and Bonus Recapture that applies. The Owner must choose the payment type and frequency of the
Systematic Withdrawals.

The payment type may be:

1. A portion of the Account Value;

2. A specified dollar amount;
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3. Equal amounts over a fixed period of time;
4. All earnings in this Contract; or
5. Based upon the life expectancy of the Owner or the Owner and a Beneficiary.
The payment frequency may be:
1. Monthly;
2. Quarterly;
3. Semiannually; or
4. Annually.
Systematic Withdrawals may be stopped or changed by the Owner upon written request on a form

accepted and Received by SBL at least 30 days in advance of the requested date of termination or
change. SBL reserves the right to stop, modify, or suspend Systematic Withdrawals at any time.

DEATH AND DISTRIBUTION PROVISIONS

DEATH BENEFIT ON DEATH OF THE ANNUITANT

Prior to the date the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option, a Death Benefit
becomes payable upon the death of the Annuitant.

The Death Benefit is equal to the greater of:
1. The Cash Surrender Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL; or
2. The Account Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

SBL will pay the Designated Beneficiary the Death Benefit after due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

DEATH OF AN OWNER WHO IS NOT THE ANNUITANT

Prior to the date the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option, upon the death of an
Owner who is not the Annuitant, SBL will pay the Designated Beneficiary:

1. Ifthe deceased Owner is not the spouse of the Annuitant, the Cash Surrender Value on the date
due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

2. If the deceased Owner is the spouse of the Annuitant, the greater of:
A. The Cash Surrender Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL; or

B. The Account Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

DISTRIBUTION RULES

The amount payable on the death of an Owner with any interest shall be paid within 5 years after the
death of any Owner, except as provided below.
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If the Owner is a Nonnatural Person, these distribution rules shall also apply on the death of the
Annuitant.

In the event that the Designated Beneficiary elects an Annuity Option, the length of time for the payment
period may be longer than 5 years if:

1. The Designated Beneficiary is a natural person;
2. The amount payable upon death is paid out under any of Annuity Options 1, 2, or 3;

3. Payments are made over a period not exceeding the life or life expectancy of the Designated
Beneficiary; and

4. Annuity Payments begin within one year of the death of the Owner.
If the sole Designated Beneficiary is the spouse of the deceased Owner or Joint Owner or, if the Owner is
a Nonnatural Person, the spouse of the deceased Annuitant, as applies, the spouse shall become the
sole Owner of this Contract. He or she may elect to: (1) keep this Contract in force until the earlier of
(a) his or her death or (b) the Annuity Start Date; or (2) receive the amount payable upon death as
described above.
This Contract incorporates any provision of Section 72(s) of the Code, or any successor provision. This
Contract also incorporates any other provision deemed necessary by SBL, in its sole judgment, to qualify
this Contract as an annuity contract under the Code. The application of the distribution rules will be made
in accordance with Code Section 72(s), or any successor provision, as interpreted by SBL in its sole
judgment.
The foregoing distribution rules do not apply to a Contract which is:

1. Provided under a plan described in Code section 401(a);

2. Described in Code section 403(b);

3. Anindividual retirement annuity or an annuity provided under an individual retirement account; or

4. Otherwise exempt from the Code Section 72(s) distribution rules.

PROOF OF DEATH

A properly completed and executed claim form accepted and Received by SBL along with any of the
below will serve as Proof of Death:

1. Certified copy of the death certificate;
2. Certified decree of a court of competent jurisdiction as to the finding of death;

3. Written statement by a medical doctor who attended the deceased Owner or Annuitant, as
applicable; or

4. Any proof accepted by SBL.
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ANNUITY PAYMENT PROVISIONS

ANNUITY START DATE

The Annuity Start Date will be the later of:
1. The Contract Anniversary after the Annuitant's 95th birthday; and
2. The [24th] Contract Anniversary.

The Annuity Start Date is the date the first payment will be made to the Annuitant under any of the
Annuity Options. The Annuity Start Date may not be changed.

ANNUITY START AMOUNT

The Annuity Start Amount is used to compute Annuity Payments under Annuity Options 1 through 8. The
Annuity Start Amount is the Cash Surrender Value on the Annuity Start Date as described in "Cash
Surrender Value" on page 13. When the Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option:

1. No Bonus Recapture or Surrender Charge applies; and

2. If the MVA Endorsement is attached to this Contract, no MVA applies.

DEATH AFTER THE ANNUITY START DATE

If the Annuitant or joint annuitant dies after the Annuity Start Date, Annuity Payments shall continue to be
paid at least as rapidly as under the method of payment being used as of the date of death.

ANNUITY TABLES

For Annuity Options 1 through 4, 7, and 8, to determine the minimum guaranteed Annuity Payment, the
Annuity Start Amount is divided by $1,000. The result is multiplied by the rate in the Annuity Tables that
applies. For Annuity Options 1 through 4, 7 and 8, the amount of each Annuity Payment is based upon
Annuity Tables.

The Annuity Tables for Annuity Options 1 through 4 and 8 are based upon the sex (unless unisex rates
apply) and age of the Annuitant or the joint annuitant on the Annuity Start Date. The guaranteed amount
of each Annuity Payment for Annuity Options 1 through 4 and 8 will be based upon the Annuity 2000
Mortality Table with mortality improvement using Projection Scale G projected to 2020 and an interest
rate factor based on the GMIR. The Annuity Tables for Option 7 are determined without reference to the
mortality table or the age or sex of the Annuitant.

The Annuity Table used to determine each Annuity Payment may be adjusted by SBL in its discretion to
use a higher interest rate than the GMIR. The Annuity Tables state values for exact whole ages. The
values will be interpolated based on the exact age(s) of the Annuitant or joint annuitants on the Annuity
Start Date. The Annuity Tables are used in accordance with generally accepted actuarial principles.

Annuity Payments for Options 5 and 6 are computed without reference to the Annuity Tables.
ANNUITY PAYMENTS

The Owner may choose by written request any form of Annuity Option that is allowed by SBL. This
request must be on a form accepted and Received by SBL at least 30 days prior to the Annuity Start
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Date. No Annuity Option can be chosen that requires SBL to make periodic payments of less than $100.
Each Annuity Option allows for making Annuity Payments annually, semiannually, quarterly, or monthly.

Annuity Payments, at the time they begin, will not be less than those that would be provided by the
purchase, using the Cash Surrender Value, of a single premium immediate annuity contract at purchase
rates offered by SBL at the time to the same class of annuitants.

CHANGE OF ANNUITY OPTION

Prior to the Annuity Start Date, the Owner may change the Annuity Option chosen or how often payments
will be made. The Owner must request the change in writing. This request must be Received by SBL at
least 30 days prior to the Annuity Start Date. No change will be accepted after 30 days prior to the
Annuity Start Date.

ANNUITY OPTIONS

The Owner may choose one of the Annuity Options below or any other Annuity Option that SBL may
offer, from time to time.

OPTION 1 LIFE OPTION: This option provides Annuity Payments for the life of the Annuitant. Upon
the Annuitant's death, no further Annuity Payments will be made.

OPTION 2 LIFE WITH FIXED PERIOD OPTION: This option provides Annuity Payments for the life
of the Annuitant. A fixed period of 5, 10, 15, or 20 years may be chosen. Annuity
Payments will be made to the end of this period even if the Annuitant dies prior to the end
of the period. If the Annuitant dies before receiving all the Annuity Payments during the
fixed period, the remaining Annuity Payments will be made to the Designated Beneficiary.

OPTION 3 LIFE WITH INSTALLMENT OR UNIT REFUND OPTION: This option provides Annuity
Payments for the life of the Annuitant with a period certain determined by dividing the
Annuity Start Amount by the amount of the first payment. A fixed number of Annuity
Payments will be made even if the Annuitant dies. If the Annuitant dies before receiving
the fixed number of Annuity Payments, any remaining Annuity Payments will be made to
the Designated Beneficiary.

OPTION 4 JOINT AND LAST SURVIVOR OPTION: This option provides Annuity Payments for the
life of the Annuitant and joint annuitant. Annuity Payments will be made as long as either
is living.

OPTION 5 FIXED PERIOD OPTIONS: This option provides Annuity Payments for a fixed number of
years between 5 and 20. The amount of the Annuity Payments will vary as a result of the
interest rate (as adjusted periodically) credited on the General Account. This rate is
guaranteed to be no less than the GMIR shown on page 3. If all the Annuitants die before
receiving the fixed number of Annuity Payments, any remaining Annuity Payments will be
made to the Designated Beneficiary.

OPTION 6 FIXED PAYMENT OPTION: This option provides for Annuity Payments of a fixed amount
chosen by the Owner. This amount is paid until the amount applied, including daily
interest adjustments, is paid. The number of payments will vary as a result of the interest
rate (as adjusted periodically) credited on the General Account. This rate is guaranteed to
be no less than the GMIR shown on page 3. If all the Annuitants die before receiving all
the Annuity Payments, any remaining Annuity Payments will be made to the Designated
Beneficiary.
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OPTION 7 PERIOD CERTAIN OPTION: This option provides Annuity Payments of a fixed amount
for a fixed period of 5, 10, 15, or 20 years. Annuity Payments will be made until the end of
this period. If the Annuitant dies prior to the end of the period, the remaining Annuity
Payments will be made to the Designated Beneficiary.

OPTION 8 JOINT AND CONTINGENT SURVIVOR OPTION: This option provides Annuity
Payments for the life of the primary Annuitant. Annuity Payments will be made to the
primary Annuitant as long as he or she is living. Upon the death of the Annuitant, Annuity
Payments will be made to the joint annuitant as long as he or she is living. If the joint
annuitant is not living upon the death of the Annuitant, no further Annuity Payments will
be made.

PAYMENTS

Federal, state, or local taxes may reduce payments to satisfy withdrawals, any amounts payable upon
death, and Annuity Payments. SBL may reduce any payment by tax withholding as required by the law
that applies.

SBL reserves the right to delay benefits payable under this Contract, except for any amounts payable on
death, for up to six months, subject to receipt of any approval required of the insurance regulator of the
state in which this Contract is issued. SBL will notify the Owner if there will be a delay. Payments delayed
will earn interest at the rate required by the laws of the state in which this Contract is issued.

As permitted by laws of the state where this Contract is issued, SBL may make payments of withdrawals,
any amounts payable on death, and Annuity Payment amounts by means other than issuing the payee a
check and under any payment option or method that SBL may offer from time to time.

MARKET VALUE ADJUSTMENT ENDORSEMENT

This Endorsement is attached to and made part of the Contract as of the Contract Date. This
Endorsement will terminate upon termination of the Contract.

DEFINITIONS

Constant Maturity Treasury Rate or CMT Rate

CMT Rate means the rate of the 10-year Constant Maturity Treasury. The CMT Rate is the index used to
determine the MVA.

Market Value Adjustment or MVA

MVA means an increase or decrease to the amount available for withdrawals. An MVA may apply during
the Surrender Charge Period shown on the Contract page 3 upon certain withdrawals.

MARKET VALUE ADJUSTMENT OR MVA

During the Surrender Charge Period shown on page 3 of the Contract, an MVA applies upon a full
withdrawal and the Annuity Start Date when the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity
Option. In addition, the MVA applies upon partial withdrawals and partial annuitization, other than to the
amount of a partial withdrawal that is a Free Withdrawal. The MVA also applies upon the death of a Joint
Owner who is not the spouse of the Annuitant.

SBL determines an MVA using the MVA Factor. For a full withdrawal or upon the Annuity Start Date, SBL
applies the MVA Factor to the Account Value less any Bonus Recapture that applies as of the date of the
full withdrawal or the Annuity Start Date. For a partial withdrawal, SBL applies the MVA Factor to the
decrease in the Account Value to satisfy the partial withdrawal or partial annuitization in excess of the
Free Withdrawal.

The MVA Factor is equal to:

MVA Factor = [(1 +i0)/ (1 +i1 + 0.0025)]"T - 1

Where:
i0 = The CMT Rate previously reported before the Contract Date;
il = The CMT Rate previously reported before the date of the withdrawal; and
T = The number of whole and fraction of years until the end of the Surrender Charge Period.

An MVA may be positive or negative. The amount of the MVA is based upon the change, if any, in the
CMT Rate. If the CMT Rate decreases by more than .25%, then the MVA may increase the amount
available for a withdrawal. If the CMT Rate decreases by less than .25% or if the CMT Rate increases,
then the MVA may decrease the amount available for a withdrawal.
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SBL limits the amount of an MVA, either positive or negative, to the amount that would not cause the
Cash Surrender Value as determined with the application of the MVA, and any Bonus Recapture or
Surrender Charge to be less than the Guaranteed Minimum Cash Surrender Value.

Change in the CMT Rate

If the 10-year CMT Rate is no longer available or the computation of the CMT Rate is substantially
changed, SBL will use a substantially similar index. If the CMT Rate is not available for a 10-year maturity
term, SBL will determine a rate based upon the CMT Rates with the nearest maturities. SBL will (i) obtain

the approval of the change in the index by the insurance regulator of the state in which this Contract is
issued or (ii) notify the Owner of the substitution, each as required.

ANNUAL POINT TO POINT INDEX ACCOUNT RIDER

This Rider is attached to and made part of the Contract as of the Contract Date, or if later, the date shown
below. All terms of the Contract that do not conflict with this Rider apply to this Rider. In the event of any
conflict between the terms of this Rider and the terms of the Contract, the terms of this Rider shall prevail
over the terms of the Contract.

ANNUAL POINT TO POINT INDEX ACCOUNT

The Owner may allocate or transfer to the Annual Point to Point Index Account while this Rider is in
effect. Interest on the Annual Point to Point Index Account is computed based on the annual changes in
the Index. Interest is credited on the Annual Point to Point Index Account only: (i) on a Contract
Anniversary and (ii) in the event of a death, on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL, unless
the Contract is continued. Interest is not credited to the Annual Point to Point Index Account at any other
time. Interest is guaranteed to be equal to at least 0%.

DEFINITIONS

Cap

The Cap is the maximum rate of interest that the Index Interest Rate may be for a Contract Year. The
Initial Cap for the Annual Point to Point Index Account is shown on the Contract page 3 and is guaranteed
for one Contract Year. Each year that this Rider is in effect, SBL will declare the Cap applicable for each
Contract Year. The Cap is guaranteed to be not less than the Guaranteed Minimum Cap shown on the
Contract page 3.

Index

The Index is the index shown on the Contract page 3. If the Index used is no longer available or the

computation of the Index is substantially changed, SBL will use a substantially similar index. SBL will
(i) obtain the approval of the change in the index by the insurance regulator of the state in which the
Contract is issued or (ii) notify the Owner of the substitution, each as required.

Index Interest Rate

The Index Interest Rate is the interest rate used to determine the amount of interest to be credited to the
Annual Point to Point Index Account.

COMPUTATION OF INTEREST

This Rider is attached to and made part of the Contract as of the Contract Date, or if later, the date shown
below. All terms of the Contract that do not conflict with this Rider apply to this Rider. In the event of any
conflict between the terms of this Rider and the terms of the Contract, the terms of this Rider shall prevail
over the terms of the Contract.

MONTHLY SUM INDEX ACCOUNT

The Owner may allocate or transfer to the Monthly Sum Index Account while this Rider is in effect.
Interest on the Monthly Sum Index Account is computed based on the sum of the monthly changes in the
Index. Interest is credited on the Monthly Sum Index Account only: (i) on a Contract Anniversary and

(ii) in the event of a death, on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL, unless the Contract is
continued. Interest is not credited to the Monthly Sum Index Account at any other time. Interest is
guaranteed to be equal to at least 0%.

DEFINITIONS

Contract Month

Contract Months are measured from the same day of each month as the Contract Anniversary unless that
day does not occur for a month and then it is the last day of that month.

Monthly Cap

The Monthly Cap is the maximum Monthly Index Change that is used in computing the Index Interest
Rate. The Initial Monthly Cap for the Monthly Sum Index Account is shown on the Contract page 3 and is
guaranteed for one Contract Year. Each year that this Rider is in effect, SBL will declare the Monthly Cap
applicable for each Contract Year. The Monthly Cap is guaranteed to be not less than the Guaranteed
Monthly Cap shown on the Contract page 3. The Monthly Cap does not apply to any negative monthly
change in the Index and there is no limit on any negative Monthly Index Return in computing the Index
Interest Rate.

Index

The Index is the index shown on the Contract page 3. If the Index used is no longer available or the

computation of the Index is substantially changed, SBL will use a substantially similar index. SBL will
(i) obtain the approval of the change in the index by the insurance regulator of the state in which the
Contract is issued or (ii) notify the Owner of the substitution, each as required.

Index Interest Rate

The Index Interest Rate is the interest rate used to determine the amount of interest to be credited to the
Monthly Sum Index Account.
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COMPUTATION OF INTEREST

The amount of interest credited to the Monthly Sum Index Account Value is computed by determining the
Index Interest Rate and applying it to the Monthly Sum Index Account Value. For purposes of computing
the amount of interest, the Index Interest Rate and the Monthly Sum Index Account Value are determined
(i) on the applicable Contract Anniversary or (ii) in the event of a death, on the date due Proof of Death is
Received by SBL, unless the Contract is continued. Interest is not credited on the decrease in the
Monthly Sum Index Account Value related to withdrawals during the Contract Year or on an Annuity Start
Date.
The Index Interest Rate is equal to the greater of: (i) the Monthly Sum Index Change and (ii) zero. The
Monthly Sum Index Change is equal to the sum of Monthly Index Returns computed for each Contract
Month in the Contract Year. The Monthly Index Return for each Contract Month is equal to the lesser of:
1. (A/B)-1;and
2. C
Where:
A =The Index number at the end of the Contract Month*
B = The Index number at the beginning of the Contract Month*
C =The Monthly Cap.
*If that day is not a day for which the Index number is reported, the number reported on the previous day

for which the number was reported will be used. SBL will rely on the Index number reported by a third
party. SBL will not change a reported Index number once it has been used by SBL.

GUARANTEED LIFETIME WITHDRAWAL BENEFIT RIDER

This Rider is attached to and made part of the Contract as of the Contract Date, or if later, the date shown
below. All terms of the Contract that do not conflict with this Rider apply to this Rider. If there is any
conflict between the terms of this Rider and the terms of the Contract, the terms of this Rider shall apply
over the terms of the Contract.

The purpose of this Rider is to provide guaranteed periodic payments to the Owner. This Rider

will terminate upon assignment or change in ownership of the Contract unless the change meets
the qualifications specified in "Spousal Continuation of the Contract" on page 11.

THE GUARANTEED LIFETIME WITHDRAWAL BENEFIT

If the rules of this Rider are met, SBL will pay for the life of a Covered Person or the joint lives of the
Covered Person and Joint Covered Person, as the Owner selects, the Lifetime Annual Income, even if
the Account Value is reduced to zero.

DEFINITIONS

ADL Increase

An ADL Increase is an increase to the Lifetime Withdrawal Rate in computing the Lifetime Annual Income
if the Covered Person, or as it may apply, the Joint Covered Person, needs Assistance with Activities of
Daily Living. The amount of the ADL Increase is based on the ADL Increase Factor shown on the
Contract page 3.

Benefit Base

The Benefit Base is the amount used only to compute the Lifetime Annual Income and the Rider Charge.
The Benefit Base is not an amount that may be withdrawn and is not an amount payable at death.

Covered Person

The Covered Person is the person whose life measures the length of time that payments under this Rider
may be payable.

Excess Withdrawals

Excess Withdrawals are withdrawals on or after the Income Phase Start Date that exceed the Lifetime
Annual Income.

Lifetime Annual Income
While the Rider is in effect, the Lifetime Annual Income is the most that can be withdrawn the Contract

Year of and each Contract Year after the Income Phase Start Date without reducing or eliminating the
amount of lifetime income that shall be payable under this Rider and without reducing the Benefit Base.
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Lifetime Withdrawal Rate

The Lifetime Withdrawal Rate is used to compute the Lifetime Annual Income.

Income Phase Start Date

The Income Phase Start Date is the date on which withdrawals of the Lifetime Annual Income begin.
Joint Covered Person

The Joint Covered Person is the second person whose life measures the length of time that payments
under this Rider may be payable for the joint lives payout method of this Rider.

Non-Excess Withdrawals

Non-Excess Withdrawals are withdrawals taken on or after the Income Phase Start Date that are equal to
or less than the Lifetime Annual Income.

Rider Anniversary

A Rider Anniversary is a 12-month anniversary of the Rider Date. If the Rider Date is the same as the
Contract Date, the Rider Anniversaries and the Contract Anniversaries will be the same.

Rider Date

The Rider Date is the date this Rider is effective. If this Rider is purchased at the same time as the
Contract, the Rider Date and the Contract Date will be the same date. If this Rider is purchased after the
Contract, the Rider Date is shown below.

Rider Charge

Rider Charge is the charge for this Rider. It reduces the Account Value on each Rider Anniversary, and
on the payment of any amounts payable at death, on a full withdrawal from the Contract, or when the
entire Account Value is applied to an Annuity Option. The amount of the Rider Charge is equal to the
Rider Charge Rate times the Benefit Base.

Rider Charge Rate

The Rider Charge Rate is used to compute the Rider Charge. The Initial Rider Charge Rate is shown on
the Contract page 3.

Roll-up Factor

The Roll-up Factor is used in computing the Benefit Base on each Rider Anniversary during the Roll-up
Term. The Roll-up Factor is shown on the Contract page 3.

Roll-up Term

The Roll-up Term is the period during which this Roll-up Factor is used in computing the Benefit Base. A
Roll-up Term ends on the earlier of:

1. The Income Phase Start Date;*

2. The day that that the oldest Owner, or if the Owner is a Nonnatural Person, the Annuitant, turns
85;* or
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3. The end of the Roll-up Term Period shown on the Contract page 3.

*The Roll-up Factor is only applied on a Rider Anniversary. Thus, if the Roll-up Term ends prior to the end
of the Roll-up Term Period, the last date that the Benefit Base will increase by the Roll-up Factor will be
the Rider Anniversary that occurs prior to the earlier of 1. or 2. above, as may apply.

Roll-up Renewal

A Roll-up Renewal is an election made by the Owner to continue using the Roll-up Factor in computing
the Benefit Base for the next Roll-up Term. Roll-up Renewals are limited. The number of Guaranteed
Roll-up Renewal Terms is shown on the Contract page 3. The Owner may not elect a Roll-up Renewal:

1. On or after the oldest Owner, or if the Owner is a Nonnatural Person, the Annuitant, turns 80;
2. If the Owner previously terminated this Rider; or
3. If the Owner declined a prior Roll-up Renewal.

At least 30 days prior to the Rider Anniversary at the end of the Roll-up Term Period, SBL will send the
Owner a written notice of the Rider Charge Rate for the Roll-up Renewal, if it is available. The Owner
must elect the Roll-up Renewal on a form accepted and Received by SBL before the Rider Anniversary.

INCOME PHASE START DATE: SINGLE LIFE AND JOINT LIVES PAYOUT
METHODS

The Owner elects the Income Phase Start Date and, at the same time, elects whether the Lifetime Annual
Income is to be based upon a single life or joint lives. If a single life is selected, while this Rider is in force,
SBL shall pay the Lifetime Annual Income for the life of the Covered Person, even if the Account Value is
reduced to zero. If two lives are selected, while this Rider is in force, SBL shall pay the Lifetime Annual
Income for the joint lives of the Covered Person and the Joint Covered Person, even if the Account Value
is reduced to zero.

If the Contract is owned by a natural person, the Owner of the Contract must be the Covered Person. If
the Contract is owned by a Nonnatural Person, the Annuitant of the Contract must be the Covered
Person. If the joint lives payout method is selected, the Joint Covered Person must be the spouse of the
Covered Person. The Covered Person and any Joint Covered Person must be at least 50 years old on
the Income Phase Start Date.

The Owner's request for the Income Phase Start Date and single life or joint lives payout method must be
made in writing on a form accepted and Received by SBL at least 30 days prior to the Income Phase
Start Date. No change to the Income Phase Start Date, payout method chosen, Covered Person, or Joint
Covered Person is allowed within 30 days prior to or anytime after the Income Phase Start Date.

In adding this Rider to the Contract, the applicant must carefully choose who will be the Owner, Joint
Owner, Annuitant, and Primary and Secondary Beneficiaries of the Contract in order for this Rider to
continue after the death of the Owner, Joint Owner, or Annuitant. If this Rider terminates in connection
with a death, even though a Joint Covered Person is still living, payments under the joint lives payout
method will no longer be payable.

WITHDRAWALS

While this Rider is in effect the Owner may withdraw amounts under the Contract. The amount withdrawn
may reduce the benefits payable under this Rider. All amounts withdrawn will reduce the Account Value
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by the amount withdrawn, including charges and fees, if any. Except as stated in this Rider, all amounts
withdrawn will be subject to the terms of the Contract.

Withdrawals Prior to the Income Phase Start Date

Prior to the Income Phase Start Date, withdrawals will reduce the Benefit Base as described in
"Benefit Base After Withdrawal Prior to the Income Phase Start Date" on page 6. In addition,
withdrawals prior to the Income Phase Start Date reduce the impact of the Roll-up Factor in
computing the Benefit Base on the next Rider Anniversary. A withdrawal prior to the Income Phase
Start Date could reduce future benefits under this Rider by more than the dollar amount of the
withdrawal.

Non-Excess Withdrawals On or After the Income Phase Start Date

On or after the Income Phase Start Date, an amount up to the Lifetime Annual Income may be
withdrawn each Contract Year without any change to the Benefit Base. Withdrawals during the
Contract Year of and each Contract Year after the Income Phase Start Date that are equal to or less
than the Lifetime Annual Income are Non-Excess Withdrawals. Such withdrawals may be taken in a
lump sum, in multiple withdrawals or in a series of pre-approved withdrawals within the Contract Year.
Any portion of the Lifetime Annual Income not withdrawn during a Contract Year after the Income
Phase Start Date may not be carried over to any future Contract Year.

This Rider amends the Contract so that on or after the Income Phase Start Date, the Free Withdrawal
amount for each Contract Year is the greater of: (i) the Free Withdrawal amount computed under the
terms of the Contract and (ii) the Lifetime Annual Income computed under the terms of this Rider.
Withdrawals of the Lifetime Annual Income: (i) reduce the amount available for withdrawal under the
Free Withdrawal provision of the Contract and (ii) are permitted even if it causes the Account Value to
fall below the Minimum Account Value shown on the Contract page 3.

Excess Withdrawals On or After the Income Phase Start Date

Excess Withdrawals are withdrawals taken in the Contract Year of or a Contract Year after the
Income Phase Start Date that exceed the Lifetime Annual Income. Excess Withdrawals reduce the
Benefit Base and Lifetime Annual Income. If for any Contract Year, the Account Value is less than the
amount of the Lifetime Annual Income, the most that may be withdrawn is the Lifetime Annual
Income. An Excess Withdrawal could reduce future benefits under this Rider by more than the
dollar amount of the Excess Withdrawal. Excess Withdrawals may also be subject to the
charges, fees and adjustments if the Excess Withdrawal exceeds the Free Withdrawal under
the Contract.

Account Value is Reduced to Zero On or After the Income Phase Start Date

If the Account Value is reduced to zero on or after the Income Phase Start Date, then the following
will apply:

1. The Lifetime Annual Income in effect as of the day the Account Value is reduced to zero will
be available each Contract Year;

2. The Lifetime Annual Income will be paid under a series of pre-approved withdrawals under a
payment frequency, as chosen from those made available by SBL at that time;

3. The Contract will cease to provide any Cash Surrender Value or any Death Benefit because
there is no more Account Value; and
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4. All other optional riders (except this Rider) will terminate.

PURCHASE PAYMENTS

While this Rider is in effect, the Owner may continue to make subsequent Purchase Payments as
permitted under the Contract, except as described below. Purchase Payments Received by SBL will
change the Benefit Base as described in "Benefit Base After a Purchase Payment" on page 6.

This Rider amends the Contract so that Purchase Payments are not permitted on or after the Income
Phase Start Date.

ANNUITY PAYMENTS

While this Rider is in effect, the Owner may elect to receive Annuity Payments as set forth in the Contract.
If the Owner elects to receive Annuity Payments, the amount by which the Account Value decreases on
the Annuity Start Date will be treated as a withdrawal under this Rider and will reduce the Benefit Base
and the Lifetime Annual Income.

This Rider amends the Contract so that on or after the Income Phase Start Date, in addition to the
Annuity Options set forth in the Contract, the following Annuity Option is also available:

OPTION Lifetime Withdrawal with Refund: This option provides for the life of the Covered Person if
the single life payout method was selected, or the lives of the Covered Person and the
Joint Covered Person if the joint lives payout method was selected, annual Annuity
Payments equal to the Lifetime Annual Income computed immediately prior to the
Annuity Start Date and SBL shall pay at least the amount of the Account Value at the
Annuity Start Date.

Annuity Payments will continue until the later of: (i) the death of the Covered Person (or
until the later of the death of the Covered Person or the Joint Covered Person if the joint
lives payout method of the Rider is selected), or (ii) a fixed period equal to the Account
Value on the Annuity Start Date divided by Lifetime Annual Income computed
immediately before the Annuity Start Date. If the Covered Person (or both the Covered
Person and the Joint Covered Person, if applicable) dies before receiving the fixed
number of Annuity Payments, then any remaining Annuity Payments will be made to the
Designated Beneficiary.

BENEFIT BASE

The Benefit Base is the amount used to compute the Lifetime Annual Income and the Rider Charge. The
Benefit Base is computed: (a) on the Contract Date or if later the Rider Date, (b) on Rider Anniversaries

after the Rider Date, (c) when Purchase Payments are made, (d) when withdrawals are taken prior to the
Income Phase Start Date, (e) the Income Phase Start Date, and (f) when Excess Withdrawals are taken

on or after the Income Phase Start Date.

Initial Benefit Base
The initial Benefit Base is equal to:
1. If this Rider is issued on the Contract Date, the Account Value on the Contract Date; or

2. If this Rider is issued on any other day, the Account Value on the Rider Date.
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Benefit Base on Rider Anniversary
On each Rider Anniversary after the Rider Date, the Benefit Base is equal to the greater of:

1. The Account Value on that Rider Anniversary; or

2. A*B
Where:
A= The last Benefit Base; and
B = (1 + the Roll-up Factor), if the Roll-up Factor is applicable, or 1;

The Roll-up Factor applies during the Roll-up Term.
Benefit Base After a Purchase Payment

After a Purchase Payment, the Benefit Base is equal to:

H = The last Benefit Base; and

| = The Purchase Payment, plus any Bonus, less any Premium Taxes.
Benefit Base After Withdrawal Prior to the Income Phase Start Date
After each withdrawal prior to the Income Phase Start Date, the Benefit Base is equal to:

M*(1-(N/O))

Where:

M = The last Benefit Base;

N = The decrease in the Account Value for and related to the withdrawal;* and
0 = The Account Value immediately before effecting the withdrawal.

* The decrease in the Account Value related to the withdrawal includes fees, charges, and
recaptures related to the withdrawal.

Benefit Base on the Income Phase Start Date

If the Income Phase Start Date is on a Rider Anniversary, the Benefit Base is computed as described
in "Benefit Base on Rider Anniversary" above. If the Income Phase Start Date is on a day other than
a Rider Anniversary, then the Benefit Base is equal to the greater of:

1. The Account Value on the Income Phase Start Date; or

2. The last Benefit Base.
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Benefit Base After an Excess Withdrawal On or After the Income Phase Start
Date

After each Excess Withdrawal, the Benefit Base is equal to:

X*(1-(Y/12Z))

Where:

X = The last Benefit Base;

Y = The decrease in the Account Value for and related to the Excess Withdrawal;*
and

Z = The Account Value immediately before effecting the Excess Withdrawal.

*The decrease in the Account Value related to the Excess Withdrawal includes fees, charges,
recaptures and any other deductions related to the Excess Withdrawal.

LIFETIME WITHDRAWAL RATE

The Lifetime Withdrawal Rate is used to compute the Lifetime Annual Income. The Lifetime Withdrawal
Rate is determined on the Income Phase Start Date. The Lifetime Withdrawal Rate is based upon:

1. If the Owner chose a single life payout method, the Covered Person's age on the Income Phase
Start Date.

2. If the Owner chose a joint lives payout method, the youngest of the Covered Person or the Joint
Covered Person's age on the Income Phase Start Date.

A Table of the Lifetime Withdrawal Rates for a single life and a Table of the Lifetime Withdrawal Rates for
joint lives are shown on the Contract page 3.

ADL Increase to the Lifetime Withdrawal Rate

If the rules for the ADL Increase are met, the Lifetime Withdrawal Rate increases if the Covered
Person, or as it may apply, the Joint Covered Person, needs Assistance with Activities of Daily Living.
The increase is equal to the ADL Increase Factor.

The ADL Increase is only available after the ADL Increase Waiting Period and the Owner may only
request the ADL Increase once. The term during which the ADL Increase applies is limited. The ADL
Increase only applies in computing the Lifetime Annual Income for the Maximum Contract Years for
ADL Increase shown on the Contract page 3. The Maximum Contract Years for ADL Increase begins
with the Contract Year during which the written request for the ADL Increase is Received by SBL.

Assistance with Activities of Daily Living

A Covered Person, or as it may apply, the Joint Covered Person needs Assistance with Activities of
Daily Living if the person cannot perform two of the six following activities without assistance from
others:

1. Bathing, which means washing oneself by sponge bath; or in either a tub or shower, including
the task of getting into or out of the tub or shower.
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2. Continence, which means the ability to maintain control of bowel and bladder function; or,
when unable to maintain control of bowel or bladder function, the ability to perform associated
personal hygiene (including caring for a catheter or colostomy bag).

3. Dressing, which means putting on and taking off all items of clothing and any necessary
braces, fasteners or artificial limbs.

4. Eating, which means feeding oneself by getting food into the body from a receptacle (such as
a plate, cup or table) or by a feeding tube or intravenously.

5. Toileting, which means getting to and from the toilet, getting on and off the toilet, and
performing associated personal hygiene.

6. Transferring, which means moving into or out of a bed, chair, or wheelchair.

Request for ADL Increase

For each Contract Year that an ADL Increase is sought, a request for the ADL Increase must be
made on forms accepted and Received by SBL. The request must be accompanied by the
information needed to decide if the rules for an ADL Increase have been met. This includes forms
completed and signed by the attending doctor certifying that the Covered Person or as it may apply,
the Joint Covered Person, can not perform two or more of the activities described in "Assistance with
Activities of Daily Living" above. The information submitted must be satisfactory to SBL to qualify for
the ADL Increase.

SBL reserves the right to have the Covered Person or as it may apply, the Joint Covered Person,
examined by a doctor of SBL's choice and at SBL's expense to decide if the rules for the ADL
Increase have been met.

THE LIFETIME ANNUAL INCOME

The Lifetime Annual Income is the most that can be withdrawn under this Rider the Contract Year of and
each Contract Year after the Income Phase Start Date while the Rider is in effect without reducing or
eliminating the amount of lifetime income payable under this Rider.

The Lifetime Annual Income is computed on the Income Start Date, each Rider Anniversary, when a
request for the ADL Increase is Received by SBL, and when Excess Withdrawals are taken. The Lifetime
Annual Income amount will decrease if there are any Excess Withdrawals. Any portion of the Lifetime
Annual Income not withdrawn during the Contract Year of or a Contract Year after the Income Phase
Start Date may not be carried over to any future Contract Year.

Lifetime Annual Income on the Income Phase Start Date and each Rider
Anniversary

On the Income Phase Start Date and each Rider Anniversary, the Lifetime Annual Income is equal to
the greater of:

1. (A*B*C);or
2. If the Contract is subject to required minimum distributions or "RMDs" under the Internal

Revenue Code, the RMD Annual Income amount, as described in "RMD Annual Income"
below.
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Where:
The Benefit Base for the relevant date; and
The Lifetime Withdrawal Rate.

C= For the period, if any, that the ADL Increase applies, the ADL Increase Factor.
See "ADL Increase to the Lifetime Withdrawal Rate" on page 7.

The RMD Annual Income amount is the amount determined by SBL’s system for RMD calculations as
of the beginning of the calendar year, and is solely based on the values of this Contract and does not
include the RMD required of any other assets. The RMD Annual Income amount is an amount equal
to the Internal Revenue Code required minimum distribution amount computed using only: (1) the
IRS Uniform Lifetime table or, if applicable, the Joint Life and Survivor Expectancy table, (2) the
Account Value of the base Contract (including the present value of any additional benefits provided
under the Contract to the extent required to be taken into account under IRS Guidance), and (3)
amounts from the current calendar year (no carry-over from past years).

RIDER CHARGE

During the term while this Rider is in effect and while the Account Value is more than zero, SBL will
deduct from the Account Value a charge for this Rider on each Rider Anniversary and upon the payment
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of any amounts payable at death, a full withdrawal from the Contract, or the Annuity Start Date if the
entire Account Value is applied to an Annuity Option.

Amount of the Rider Charge

Please see "Ownership, Annuitant, and Beneficiary Provisions" on page 8, "Death and Distribution
Provisions" on page 16, and "Annuity Payment Provisions" on page 18.

GUARANTEED MINIMUM INTEREST RATE or GMIR

The GMIR is the minimum annual interest rate that is used to compute the Guaranteed Minimum Cash
Surrender Value. The GMIR is also the minimum annual interest rate for the Fixed Account. The GMIR
that applies for this Contract is shown on page 3.

HOME OFFICE

The address of SBL's Home Office is Security Benefit Life Insurance Company, One Security Benefit
Place, Topeka, Kansas 66636-0001.

JOINT OWNER

The Joint Owner, if any, shares an undivided interest in the entire Contract with the Owner. The Joint
Owner, if any, is named on page 3. Please see "Joint Ownership" on page 8.

MARKET VALUE ADJUSTMENT or MVA
If a Market Value Adjustment Endorsement is attached to this Contract, an MVA may apply during the

Surrender Charge Period upon certain withdrawals. An MVA is an increase or decrease to the amount
available for withdrawals that applies during the Surrender Charge Period.
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NONNATURAL PERSON
A Nonnatural Person is any group or entity that is not a living person, such as a trust or corporation.
OWNER

The Owner is the person who possesses all rights under this Contract. The Owner is named on page 3.
Please see "Ownership" on page 8.

PREMIUM TAX

Premium Tax is a tax levied by a state or other governmental entity. The amount of any Premium Tax will
be charged against this Contract.

PURCHASE PAYMENT
A Purchase Payment is money Received by SBL and applied to this Contract.
RECEIVED BY SBL

The phrase "Received by SBL" means receipt by SBL in good order at its processing center, One
Security Benefit Place, Topeka, Kansas 66636-0001.

SBL
SBL is Security Benefit Life Insurance Company.
SURRENDER CHARGE

A Surrender Charge is a charge assessed during the Surrender Charge Period upon a withdrawal that is
not a Free Withdrawal. Please see "Surrender Charge" on page 14.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

THE CONTRACT

The entire contract between the Owner and SBL consists of this Contract, the attached Application, and
all Amendments, Endorsements, or Riders to this Contract. Only the President, a Vice President, or the
Secretary of SBL may consent in writing to any change in this Contract.

Unless the appropriate court rules that there is fraud, all statements made in the Application will be
deemed representations and not warranties. SBL will not use any statement made by or on behalf of the
Owner or Annuitant to void this Contract unless it is in the written Application.

The Application and each Purchase Payment must be acceptable to SBL under its rules and practices. If
a Purchase Payment is not acceptable, SBL shall return the Purchase Payment and shall have no other
liability.

COMPLIANCE

SBL reserves the right to change any provisions of this Contract to comply with any federal or state law or
regulation. This includes, but is not limited to, changes so that this Contract qualifies as an annuity
contract under the Internal Revenue Code (the "Code"), or to comply with the laws of the state in which
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this Contract is issued. SBL will provide the Owner with a copy of any such change. If required, SBL will
also file a change with the insurance regulators of the state in which this Contract is issued.

MISSTATEMENT OF AGE OR SEX

When allowed by law, if the age or sex of the Annuitant or joint annuitant has been misstated, SBL shall
adjust benefits payable to the amount payable based on the correct age or sex. SBL may require at any
time proof of the age of an Annuitant or joint annuitant in a form accepted by SBL. If payments have
already started and the misstatement has caused an underpayment, SBL will pay the full amount due,
with daily interest at the GMIR shown on page 3, with the next payment. If the misstatement has caused
an overpayment, SBL will deduct the excess, with daily interest at the GMIR shown on page 3, from one
or more future payments.

EVIDENCE OF SURVIVAL

SBL may require proof that the natural person is living if any payments under this Contract depend on a
natural person being alive on a given date. Such proof must be in a form accepted by SBL, and may be
required to be Received by SBL prior to making the payments.

INCONTESTABILITY

This Contract will not be contested after it has been in force for two years from the Contract Date.
ASSIGNMENT

Please refer to page 3 to see if this Contract may be assigned. If it may be assigned, no Assignment
under this Contract is binding unless Received by SBL in writing. SBL assumes no responsibility for the
validity or effect of any Assignment, such as tax consequences. The Assignment will be subject to any
payment made or other action taken by SBL before the Assignment is Received by SBL. Once filed, the
rights of an Owner, Annuitant and Designated Beneficiary are subject to the Assignment. Any claim is
subject to proof of interest of the assignee. An Assignment shall become effective on the date the notice
of assignment is signed, subject to any payments made or actions taken by SBL prior to receipt of the
notice.

CLAIMS OF CREDITORS

The Account Value and other benefits under this Contract are exempt from the claims of creditors of the
Owner to the extent allowed by law.

NONFORFEITURE VALUES

The Death Benefit, Cash Surrender Value, and Annuity Start Amount will at least equal the minimum
required by law. SBL has filed its method of computing these benefits with the insurance regulator of the
state in which this Contract is issued.

STATEMENTS

Beginning on the first Contract Anniversary and at least once each Contract Year, SBL will send a
statement including the current Account Value and the other information required by law to the Owner
free of charge. The Owner may request in writing a statement at other intervals. SBL may charge a
reasonable fee for such statements.
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FREE LOOK PERIOD — RIGHT TO CANCEL

The Owner has the right to examine and return this Contract to SBL for the period set forth on page 1.
The Contract may be returned by delivering or mailing it to SBL or to the insurance producer through
whom it was purchased. If returned, this Contract shall be deemed void from the beginning and SBL will
refund any Purchase Payments Received by SBL. Any Bonus credited will not be returned.

OWNERSHIP, ANNUITANT, AND BENEFICIARY PROVISIONS

OWNERSHIP

The Owner is named on page 3. During the Owner's lifetime, only the Owner may exercise all rights and
privileges under this Contract. If the purchaser names someone other than himself or herself as Owner,
the purchaser has no rights in this Contract. The Owner may change the Owner as described in
"Ownership and Beneficiary Changes" on page 8.

JOINT OWNERSHIP

Any Joint Owner is named on page 3. If a Joint Owner is named, then the Owner and Joint Owner share
an undivided interest in the entire Contract as joint tenants with rights of survivorship. If an Owner and
Joint Owner have been named, SBL will honor only requests for changes and exercises of other
ownership rights made by both the Owner and Joint Owner. If a Joint Owner is named, all references to
"Owner" throughout this Contract should be construed to mean both the Owner and Joint Owner, except
for the "Statements" provision on page 7 and the "Death and Distribution Provisions" on page 16.

ANNUITANT

The Annuitant must be a natural person and is named on page 3. If the Owner is a natural person, the
Owner must be the Annuitant. The Annuitant may not be changed after the Contract Date except:

1. Inthe event a spouse continues this Contract when an Owner, or if the Owner is a Nonnatural
Person, the Annuitant, dies as described in "Distribution Rules" on page 16.

2. Inthe event that on the Annuity Start Date, Annuity Option 4 or 8 is elected, a joint annuitant must
be named.

PRIMARY AND SECONDARY BENEFICIARIES

The Primary Beneficiary is named on page 3. Any Secondary Beneficiary is named on page 3. If all
Primary Beneficiaries are dead, the Secondary Beneficiaries becomes the Primary Beneficiaries. Unless
the Owner directs otherwise, when there are two or more Primary Beneficiaries, they will receive equal
shares. Unless the Owner directs otherwise, when there are two or more Secondary Beneficiaries they
will receive equal shares. The Owner may change any Beneficiary as described in "Ownership and
Beneficiary Changes" below.

OWNERSHIP AND BENEFICIARY CHANGES

Subiject to the terms of any existing Assignment or irrevocable election, the Owner may name a new Joint
Owner, Primary Beneficiary, or Secondary Beneficiary. Any new Joint Owner, Primary Beneficiary, or
Secondary Beneficiary revokes all prior choices. The Owner's change must be made in writing on a form
accepted and Received by SBL. No natural person may be named as a new Joint Owner after the natural
person's 81st birthday.
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Changes become effective as of the date the written request is signed, whether or not the Owner is living
at the time the change is recorded. A change will be subject to any action taken, including any payment
made by SBL prior to the time it was Received by SBL. SBL may require this Contract be returned so
these changes may be made. SBL is not responsible for tax consequences, if any, from a change in the
Owner.

PURCHASE PAYMENT PROVISIONS

FLEXIBLE PURCHASE PAYMENTS

The Initial Purchase Payment is shown on page 3. After the Initial Purchase Payment, the Owner is not
required to make any other Purchase Payments. Prior to the Annuity Start Date, the Owner may make

subsequent Purchase Payments in any amount and at any frequency, subject to any Contract limits as
described in "Purchase Payment Limits" below.

BONUS

SBL will credit a Bonus to the Account Value for all Purchase Payments Received by SBL in the first
Contract Year. The Bonus is not a Purchase Payment. The Bonus is equal to the Purchase Payment
multiplied by the Bonus Rate shown on page 3. The Bonus will be allocated to the Fixed Account and the
Index Accounts in the same manner as the Purchase Payment for which the Bonus was added.

PURCHASE PAYMENT LIMITS

The total of all Purchase Payments may not exceed $1,000,000 without prior approval by SBL. The
Minimum Subsequent Purchase Payment amount is shown on page 3.

PLACE OF PAYMENT

All Purchase Payments under this Contract are payable to SBL at One Security Benefit Place, Topeka,
Kansas 66636-0001.

ALLOCATION OF PURCHASE PAYMENT

At the time of the Application, the Owner must allocate the entire Initial Purchase Payment among the
Fixed Account and the Index Accounts then offered by SBL. The allocation of the Initial Purchase
Payment is shown on page 3.

When Received by SBL, any subsequent Purchase Payments will be allocated to the Fixed Account.
When SBL declares a Current Interest Rate for a particular Purchase Payment, it will apply to that
Purchase Payment for the remainder of the Contract Year in which the Purchase Payment is Received by
SBL. The amount allocated to the Fixed Account related to the Purchase Payment will remain in the Fixed
Account unless the Owner submits a subsequent transfer request. As described in "Transfers" on page
11, transfers are only made on a Contract Anniversary.

FIXED ACCOUNT AND INDEX ACCOUNTS

ACCOUNTS

The Fixed Account and one or more Index Accounts are initially available for allocations of the Initial
Purchase Payment. The initial Index Accounts offered by SBL are shown on page 3 and attached as
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separate Riders. SBL offers the Index Accounts in its discretion. SBL may, from time to time, offer other
Index Accounts and it will issue a Rider for these Index Accounts.

FIXED ACCOUNT

SBL credits interest daily to the Fixed Account at an annual rate at least equal to the GMIR shown on
page 3. SBL will declare a Current Interest Rate which may, in SBL's discretion, exceed the GMIR.

The Initial Current Interest Rate that applies to the Initial Purchase Payment is shown on page 3. SBL will
credit interest at the Initial Current Interest Rate for amounts allocated to the Fixed Account from the day
the Application and Initial Purchase Payment are Received by SBL.

SBL will, from time to time, set the Current Interest Rate that applies to subsequent Purchase Payments,
which may be different from the Current Interest Rate that applies to the amount previously allocated to
the Fixed Account. The Current Interest Rate that applies to subsequent Purchase Payments will apply
from the date that the subsequent Purchase Payment is Received by SBL to the next Contract
Anniversary.

For each Contract Anniversary, SBL will set a Current Interest Rate that will apply for the entire Contract
Year to all amounts allocated to the Fixed Account as of that Contract Anniversary.

On the Annuity Start Date, SBL no longer credits interest to the Fixed Account.
INDEX ACCOUNTS

The initial Index Accounts offered by SBL are shown on page 3. SBL will issue a Rider for each available
Index Account. The Rider sets forth the method for computing interest and the term of that Index Account.

Each Rider also specifies the cap, participation rate, spread, or other elements used in computing the
Index Account interest and describes how these elements operate for the computation. SBL may change,
in its discretion, the cap, participation rate, spread, or other elements used in computing the Index
Account interest, subject to any guarantees that apply for each Index Account. For the initial Index
Accounts, information on the initial current and guaranteed cap, participation rate, spread, and other
elements used to compute the interest for the Index Account are shown on page 3.

SBL credits interest to Index Accounts only on the Contract Anniversary, or in the event of a death, on the
date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL unless the Contract is continued. During a Contract Year, no
interest is earned on the amount of any decrease in the Index Account Value related to withdrawals or
when the Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option.

INDEX ACCOUNTS MAY BE DISCONTINUED

SBL may, in its sole discretion, cease offering one or more of the Index Accounts on a Contract
Anniversary. If this occurs:

1. SBL will provide written notice to the Owner of the Index Account that it will no longer be available
in advance of the Contract Anniversary in which it will cease to be available.

2. If by the Contract Anniversary the Owner does not transfer all Index Account Value held in the
discontinued Index Account, SBL will transfer this amount to the Fixed Account.
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TRANSFERS

As of each Contract Anniversary, the Owner may transfer the Account Value among the Fixed Account
and the Index Accounts then offered by SBL, except to the extent that the Owner has previously allocated
any Account Value to any multi-year Index Account. The Rider for a multi-year Index Account will specify
the number of years that applies for that Index Account. The amount held in a multi-year Index Account
may only be transferred at the end of the multi-year term.

SBL will send the Owner a written notice after each Contract Anniversary which will set forth:

1. The Index Accounts then offered by SBL along with information on the cap, participation rate,
spread, and other elements that are used in computing the interest for those Index Accounts that
apply on the date of the notice; and

2. The Current Interest Rate that applies on the date of the notice.

The Owner must request the transfer of Account Value as of a Contract Anniversary on a form accepted
and Received by SBL on or before the 21st day after that Contract Anniversary. Any request for transfer
received after such date will not be honored and the allocation of the Account Value will remain the same,
unless an Index Account is discontinued as described in "Index Accounts May Be Discontinued" above. If
the Owner does not request a transfer, the allocation of the Account Value will remain the same, unless
an Index Account is discontinued as described in "Index Accounts May Be Discontinued" above.

No Bonus Recapture or Surrender Charge applies to transfers. Also, if the MVA Endorsement is attached
to this Contract, no MVA applies to transfers.

VALUES

ACCOUNT VALUE
On the Contract Date, the Account Value is equal to:

1. The Fixed Account Value which is equal to the Fixed Account Initial Purchase Payment Allocation
plus any Fixed Account Initial Bonus Allocation, each shown on page 3, and less any rider
charges and any Premium Tax taken from the Fixed Account.

2. Plus each Index Account Value which is equal to the Index Account Initial Purchase Payment
Allocation plus any Index Account Initial Bonus Allocation, each shown on page 3, and less any
rider charges and any Premium Tax taken from the Index Account.

On each Contract Anniversary, the Account Value will be the sum of all the Fixed Account Value and the
Index Account Values.

On each Contract Anniversary, the Fixed Account Value is equal to:

1. On the first Contract Anniversary, the Fixed Account Value on the Contract Date or for later
Contract Anniversaries, the Fixed Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Plus any subsequent Purchase Payments, plus for the first Contract Year any Bonus, less
Premium Tayx, if it applies;

3. Minus amounts taken from the Fixed Account for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA,
Bonus Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each
withdrawal during the current Contract Year;

4. Minus any rider charges taken from the Fixed Account;
5. Plus the daily interest on the Fixed Account during the current Contract Year; and

6. Plus or minus transfers into or out of the Fixed Account processed on that Contract Anniversary,
as applicable.

On each Contract Anniversary, each Index Account Value is equal to:

1. On the first Contract Anniversary, the Index Account Value on the Contract Date or for later
Contract Anniversaries, the Index Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Minus amounts taken from the Index Account for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA,
Bonus Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each
withdrawal during the current Contract Year;

3. Minus any rider charges taken from the Index Account;

4. Plus the interest earned, if any, on the Index Account on the current Contract Anniversary;

5. Plus or minus transfers into or out of the Index Account processed on that Contract Anniversary,
as applicable; and

6. Plus any transfers into the Index Account related to Purchase Payments processed on that
Contract Anniversary, if applicable.

The Index Account interest for each Index Account is computed separately as set forth in the Rider for the
Index Account and it is possible that no interest will be earned on the Index Account for any Contract
Year. Interest is earned on Index Accounts only on the Contract Anniversary, or in the event of a death,
on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL unless this Contract is continued.

On any day other than the Contract Date, a Contract Anniversary, or the date due Proof of Death is
Received by SBL for a payment for a death, the Account Value will be:

1. If before the first Contract Anniversary, the Account Value on the Contract Date, otherwise, the
Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Plus any subsequent Purchase Payments, plus for the first Contract Year any Bonus, less
Premium Tayx, if it applies;

3. Minus amounts taken from this Contract for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA, Bonus
Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each withdrawal;
and

4. Plus the daily interest on the Fixed Account during the current Contract Year.

On the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL, the Account Value will be:

1. If before the first Contract Anniversary, the Account Value on the Contract Date, otherwise, the
Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Plus any subsequent Purchase Payments, plus for the first Contract Year any Bonus, less
Premium Tayx, if it applies;
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3. Minus amounts taken from this Contract for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA, Bonus
Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each withdrawal;
and

4. Minus any rider charges;

5. Plus the daily interest on the Fixed Account during the current Contract Year;

6. Plus the interest, if any, on the Index Account on the date due Proof of Death is Received by
SBL; and

7. Minus any Premium Taxes that apply.

CASH SURRENDER VALUE

The Cash Surrender Value is the amount SBL will pay upon the Owner's written request for a full
withdrawal or upon the death of an Owner who is not the Annuitant. The Cash Surrender Value may also
be applied to an Annuity Option. SBL computes the Cash Surrender Value:

1. For a full withdrawal, as of the date the written request is Received by SBL;

2. Upon the death of the Joint Owner who is not the spouse of the Annuitant, as of the date due
Proof of Death is Received by SBL; or

3. When applied to an Annuity Option, as of the Annuity Start Date.
The Cash Surrender Value is the greater of:
1. The Guaranteed Minimum Cash Surrender Value; or
2. The Account Value:
a. Plus or minus any MVA,;
b. Minus any Surrender Charge;
c. Minus any Bonus Recapture;
d. Minus any Premium Tax or other tax that applies; and

e. Minus any rider charges.

BONUS RECAPTURE
During the Surrender Charge Period shown on page 3, a Bonus Recapture applies upon a full withdrawal
and the Annuity Start Date, when the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option. In
addition, a Bonus Recapture applies upon partial withdrawals and partial annuitization, other than to the
amount of a partial withdrawal that is a Free Withdrawal. No Bonus Recapture applies upon any amounts
paid upon death.
The amount of Bonus Recapture is equal to:

(A X B) — C, if the amount is positive

Where:
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A= Bonus Recapture Rate shown on page 3;

B= The sum of Bonuses added to this Contract; and

C= The sum of all previous Bonus Recaptures.
The Bonus Recapture Rate is based upon the Contract Year in which the withdrawal is paid.
For a full withdrawal, a Bonus Recapture equals the full amount of Bonus Recapture. For a partial
withdrawal or partial annuitization, a Bonus Recapture is a pro rata share of the Bonus Recapture that

would apply on a full withdrawal. The pro rata share is based upon the decrease in the Account Value to
satisfy the partial withdrawal in excess of the Free Withdrawal.

SURRENDER CHARGE

During the Surrender Charge Period shown on page 3, a Surrender Charge applies upon a full withdrawal
and the Annuity Start Date when the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option. In
addition, a Surrender Charge applies upon partial withdrawals and partial annuitization, other than to the
amount of a partial withdrawal that is a Free Withdrawal. No Surrender Charge applies upon any amounts
paid upon death.

For a full withdrawal, SBL applies the Surrender Charge Rate to the Account Value after any MVA and
Bonus Recapture is applied. For a partial withdrawal or partial annuitization, SBL applies the Surrender
Charge Rate to the decrease in the Account Value to satisfy the partial withdrawal in excess of the Free
Withdrawal.

A table of Surrender Charge Rates that applies during the Surrender Charge Period is shown on page 3.
The Surrender Charge Rate is based upon the Contract Year in which the withdrawal is paid.

GUARANTEED MINIMUM CASH SURRENDER VALUE
The Guaranteed Minimum Cash Surrender Value will at no time be less than the minimum required by the
laws of the state in which this Contract is issued. The Guaranteed Minimum Cash Surrender Value is
equal to:

1. 87.5% of the Purchase Payments;

2. Minus any withdrawals;

3. Minus Premium Taxes, if it applies; and

4. Plus the daily interest at the GMIR, as set forth on page 3.

WITHDRAWAL PROVISIONS

WITHDRAWALS

The Owner may take a full or partial withdrawal of the Account Value only while the Owner is living and
before the Annuity Start Date. Withdrawals are subject to any federal or state withdrawal restrictions.

If the Owner requests a full withdrawal, SBL will pay the Cash Surrender Value and this Contract will
terminate.
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All withdrawals must meet the rules below:

1. The request for withdrawal must be on a form accepted and Received by SBL or under other
methods allowed by SBL, if any.

2. The Owner must apply for any withdrawal:
a. while this Contract is in force; and
b. prior to the Annuity Start Date.

3. The amount withdrawn must be at least equal to the Minimum Withdrawal Amount shown on
page 3, except upon a full withdrawal.

4. The amount withdrawn must not reduce the Account Value below the Minimum Account Value,
shown on page 3.

Unless the Owner directs otherwise, each withdrawal is taken pro rata from the Fixed Account and Index
Accounts based upon their values as of the date of the withdrawal. For amounts held in an Index
Account, no index interest will be earned on the amount of any decrease in the Index Account Value
related to any withdrawal.

FREE WITHDRAWALS

After the first Contract Anniversary and during the Surrender Charge Period, the Owner may take Free
Withdrawals. Free Withdrawals are not subject to a Surrender Charge, MVA, or Bonus Recapture. The
total amount that may be withdrawn as Free Withdrawals in any Contract Year is equal to 10% of the
Account Value as of the beginning of the Contract Year. Any portion of a Contract Year's Free
Withdrawals not withdrawn during a Contract Year may not be carried over to any future Contract Year.

If a full withdrawal is taken during the Surrender Charge Period, there are no Free Withdrawals and the
entire amount of the Account Value is subject to a Surrender Charge, MVA, and Bonus Recapture.

If the sum of all withdrawals taken during a Contract Year exceeds the amount of Free Withdrawals
permitted for that Contract Year, then a Surrender Charge, MVA, and Bonus Recapture will be applied to
the decrease in the Account Value to satisfy the partial withdrawal in excess of the Free Withdrawals. If a
full withdrawal is taken after any Free Withdrawals taken in the prior 12 months, then a Surrender
Charge, MVA, and Bonus Recapture will be applied to the decrease in the Account Value with respect to
all Free Withdrawals taken in the prior 12 months and to the amount of the full withdrawal.

SYSTEMATIC WITHDRAWALS

The Owner may request in writing Systematic Withdrawals while the Owner is living prior to the Annuity
Start Date. Systematic Withdrawals are automatic withdrawals from this Contract at set intervals in
substantially equal amounts.

Systematic Withdrawals are subject to the conditions for withdrawals, as well as any Surrender Charge,
MVA, and Bonus Recapture that applies. The Owner must choose the payment type and frequency of the
Systematic Withdrawals.

The payment type may be:

1. A portion of the Account Value;

2. A specified dollar amount;
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3. Equal amounts over a fixed period of time;
4. All earnings in this Contract; or
5. Based upon the life expectancy of the Owner or the Owner and a Beneficiary.
The payment frequency may be:
1. Monthly;
2. Quarterly;
3. Semiannually; or
4. Annually.
Systematic Withdrawals may be stopped or changed by the Owner upon written request on a form

accepted and Received by SBL at least 30 days in advance of the requested date of termination or
change. SBL reserves the right to stop, modify, or suspend Systematic Withdrawals at any time.

DEATH AND DISTRIBUTION PROVISIONS

DEATH BENEFIT ON DEATH OF THE ANNUITANT

Prior to the date the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option, a Death Benefit
becomes payable upon the death of the Annuitant.

The Death Benefit is equal to the greater of:
1. The Cash Surrender Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL; or
2. The Account Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

SBL will pay the Designated Beneficiary the Death Benefit after due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

DEATH OF AN OWNER WHO IS NOT THE ANNUITANT

Prior to the date the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option, upon the death of an
Owner who is not the Annuitant, SBL will pay the Designated Beneficiary:

1. Ifthe deceased Owner is not the spouse of the Annuitant, the Cash Surrender Value on the date
due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

2. If the deceased Owner is the spouse of the Annuitant, the greater of:
A. The Cash Surrender Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL; or

B. The Account Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

DISTRIBUTION RULES

The amount payable on the death of an Owner with any interest shall be paid within 5 years after the
death of any Owner, except as provided below.
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If the Owner is a Nonnatural Person, these distribution rules shall also apply on the death of the
Annuitant.

In the event that the Designated Beneficiary elects an Annuity Option, the length of time for the payment
period may be longer than 5 years if:

1. The Designated Beneficiary is a natural person;
2. The amount payable upon death is paid out under any of Annuity Options 1, 2, or 3;

(a) his or her death or (b) the Annuity Start Date; or (2) receive the amount payable upon death as
described above.
This Contract incorporates any provision of Section 72(s) of the Code, or any successor provision. This
Contract also incorporates any other provision deemed necessary by SBL, in its sole judgment, to qualify
this Contract as an annuity contract under the Code. The application of the distribution rules will be made
in accordance with Code Section 72(s), or any successor provision, as interpreted by SBL in its sole
judgment.
The foregoing distribution rules do not apply to a Contract which is:

1. Provided under a plan described in Code section 401(a);

2. Described in Code section 403(b);

3. Anindividual retirement annuity or an annuity provided under an individual retirement account; or

4. Otherwise exempt from the Code Section 72(s) distribution rules.

PROOF OF DEATH

A properly completed and executed claim form accepted and Received by SBL along with any of the
below will serve as Proof of Death:

1. Certified copy of the death certificate;
2. Certified decree of a court of competent jurisdiction as to the finding of death;

3. Written statement by a medical doctor who attended the deceased Owner or Annuitant, as
applicable; or

4. Any proof accepted by SBL.
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ANNUITY PAYMENT PROVISIONS

ANNUITY START DATE

The Annuity Start Date will be the later of:
1. The Contract Anniversary after the Annuitant's 95th birthday; and
2. The [24th] Contract Anniversary.

The Annuity Start Date is the date the first payment will be made to the Annuitant under any of the
Annuity Options. The Annuity Start Date may not be changed.

ANNUITY START AMOUNT

The Annuity Start Amount is used to compute Annuity Payments under Annuity Options 1 through 8. The
Annuity Start Amount is the Cash Surrender Value on the Annuity Start Date as described in "Cash
Surrender Value" on page 13. When the Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option:

1. No Bonus Recapture or Surrender Charge applies; and

2. If the MVA Endorsement is attached to this Contract, no MVA applies.

DEATH AFTER THE ANNUITY START DATE

If the Annuitant or joint annuitant dies after the Annuity Start Date, Annuity Payments shall continue to be
paid at least as rapidly as under the method of payment being used as of the date of death.

ANNUITY TABLES

For Annuity Options 1 through 4, 7, and 8, to determine the minimum guaranteed Annuity Payment, the
Annuity Start Amount is divided by $1,000. The result is multiplied by the rate in the Annuity Tables that
applies.

SBL may require at any time proof of
the age of an Annuitant or joint annuitant in a form accepted by SBL. If payments have already started
and the misstatement has caused an underpayment, SBL will pay the full amount due, with daily interest
at the GMIR shown on page 3, with the next payment. If the misstatement has caused an overpayment,
SBL will deduct the excess, with daily interest at the GMIR shown on page 3, from one or more future
payments.

EVIDENCE OF SURVIVAL

SBL may require proof that the natural person is living if any payments under this Contract depend on a
natural person being alive on a given date. Such proof must be in a form accepted by SBL, and may be
required to be Received by SBL prior to making the payments.

INCONTESTABILITY
This Contract will not be contested after it has been in force for two years from the Contract Date.
ASSIGNMENT

Please refer to page 3 to see if this Contract may be assigned. If it may be assigned, no Assignment
under this Contract is binding unless Received by SBL in writing. SBL assumes no responsibility for the
validity or effect of any Assignment, such as tax consequences. The Assignment will be subject to any
payment made or other action taken by SBL before the Assignment is Received by SBL. Once filed, the
rights of an Owner, Annuitant and Designated Beneficiary are subject to the Assignment. Any claim is
subject to proof of interest of the assignee. An Assignment shall become effective on the date the notice
of assignment is signed, subject to any payments made or actions taken by SBL prior to receipt of the
notice.

CLAIMS OF CREDITORS

The Account Value and other benefits under this Contract are exempt from the claims of creditors of the
Owner to the extent allowed by law.

NONFORFEITURE VALUES

The Death Benefit, Cash Surrender Value, and Annuity Start Amount will at least equal the minimum
required by law. SBL has filed its method of computing these benefits with the insurance regulator of the
state in which this Contract is issued.

STATEMENTS

Beginning on the first Contract Anniversary and at least once each Contract Year, SBL will send a
statement including the current Account Value and the other information required by law to the Owner
free of charge. The Owner may request in writing a statement at other intervals. SBL may charge a
reasonable fee for such statements.
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FREE LOOK PERIOD — RIGHT TO CANCEL

The Owner has the right to examine and return this Contract to SBL for the period set forth on page 1.
The Contract may be returned by delivering or mailing it to SBL or to the insurance producer through
whom it was purchased. If returned, this Contract shall be deemed void from the beginning and SBL will
refund any Purchase Payments Received by SBL. Any Bonus credited will not be returned.

OWNERSHIP, ANNUITANT, AND BENEFICIARY PROVISIONS

OWNERSHIP

The Owner is named on page 3. During the Owner's lifetime, only the Owner may exercise all rights and
privileges under this Contract. If the purchaser names someone other than himself or herself as Owner,
the purchaser has no rights in this Contract. The Owner may change the Owner as described in
"Ownership and Beneficiary Changes" on page 8.

JOINT OWNERSHIP

Any Joint Owner is named on page 3. If a Joint Owner is named, then the Owner and Joint Owner share
an undivided interest in the entire Contract as joint tenants with rights of survivorship. If an Owner and
Joint Owner have been named, SBL will honor only requests for changes and exercises of other
ownership rights made by both the Owner and Joint Owner. If a Joint Owner is named, all references to
"Owner" throughout this Contract should be construed to mean both the Owner and Joint Owner, except
for the "Statements" provision on page 7 and the "Death and Distribution Provisions" on page 16.

ANNUITANT

The Annuitant must be a natural person and is named on page 3. If the Owner is a natural person, the
Owner must be the Annuitant. The Annuitant may not be changed after the Contract Date except:

1. Inthe event a spouse continues this Contract when an Owner, or if the Owner is a Nonnatural
Person, the Annuitant, dies as described in "Distribution Rules" on page 16.

2. Inthe event that on the Annuity Start Date, Annuity Option 4 or 8 is elected, a joint annuitant must
be named.

PRIMARY AND SECONDARY BENEFICIARIES

The Primary Beneficiary is named on page 3. Any Secondary Beneficiary is named on page 3. If all
Primary Beneficiaries are dead, the Secondary Beneficiaries becomes the Primary Beneficiaries. Unless
the Owner directs otherwise, when there are two or more Primary Beneficiaries, they will receive equal
shares. Unless the Owner directs otherwise, when there are two or more Secondary Beneficiaries they
will receive equal shares. The Owner may change any Beneficiary as described in "Ownership and
Beneficiary Changes" below.

OWNERSHIP AND BENEFICIARY CHANGES

Subiject to the terms of any existing Assignment or irrevocable election, the Owner may name a new Joint
Owner, Primary Beneficiary, or Secondary Beneficiary. Any new Joint Owner, Primary Beneficiary, or
Secondary Beneficiary revokes all prior choices. The Owner's change must be made in writing on a form
accepted and Received by SBL. No natural person may be named as a new Joint Owner after the natural
person's 81st birthday.
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Changes become effective as of the date the written request is signed, whether or not the Owner is living
at the time the change is recorded. A change will be subject to any action taken, including any payment
made by SBL prior to the time it was Received by SBL. SBL may require this Contract be returned so
these changes may be made. SBL is not responsible for tax consequences, if any, from a change in the
Owner.

PURCHASE PAYMENT PROVISIONS

FLEXIBLE PURCHASE PAYMENTS

The Initial Purchase Payment is shown on page 3. After the Initial Purchase Payment, the Owner is not
required to make any other Purchase Payments. Prior to the Annuity Start Date, the Owner may make

subsequent Purchase Payments in any amount and at any frequency, subject to any Contract limits as
described in "Purchase Payment Limits" below.

BONUS

SBL will credit a Bonus to the Account Value for all Purchase Payments Received by SBL in the first
Contract Year. The Bonus is not a Purchase Payment. The Bonus is equal to the Purchase Payment
multiplied by the Bonus Rate shown on page 3. The Bonus will be allocated to the Fixed Account and the
Index Accounts in the same manner as the Purchase Payment for which the Bonus was added.

PURCHASE PAYMENT LIMITS

The total of all Purchase Payments may not exceed $1,000,000 without prior approval by SBL. The
Minimum Subsequent Purchase Payment amount is shown on page 3.

PLACE OF PAYMENT

All Purchase Payments under this Contract are payable to SBL at One Security Benefit Place, Topeka,
Kansas 66636-0001.

ALLOCATION OF PURCHASE PAYMENT

At the time of the Application, the Owner must allocate the entire Initial Purchase Payment among the
Fixed Account and the Index Accounts then offered by SBL. The allocation of the Initial Purchase
Payment is shown on page 3.

When Received by SBL, any subsequent Purchase Payments will be allocated to the Fixed Account.
When SBL declares a Current Interest Rate for a particular Purchase Payment, it will apply to that
Purchase Payment for the remainder of the Contract Year in which the Purchase Payment is Received by
SBL. The amount allocated to the Fixed Account related to the Purchase Payment will remain in the Fixed
Account unless the Owner submits a subsequent transfer request. As described in "Transfers" on page
11, transfers are only made on a Contract Anniversary.

FIXED ACCOUNT AND INDEX ACCOUNTS

ACCOUNTS

The Fixed Account and one or more Index Accounts are initially available for allocations of the Initial
Purchase Payment. The initial Index Accounts offered by SBL are shown on page 3 and attached as
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separate Riders. SBL offers the Index Accounts in its discretion. SBL may, from time to time, offer other
Index Accounts and it will issue a Rider for these Index Accounts.

FIXED ACCOUNT

SBL credits interest daily to the Fixed Account at an annual rate at least equal to the GMIR shown on
page 3. SBL will declare a Current Interest Rate which may, in SBL's discretion, exceed the GMIR.

The Initial Current Interest Rate that applies to the Initial Purchase Payment is shown on page 3. SBL will
credit interest at the Initial Current Interest Rate for amounts allocated to the Fixed Account from the day
the Application and Initial Purchase Payment are Received by SBL.

SBL will, from time to time, set the Current Interest Rate that applies to subsequent Purchase Payments,
which may be different from the Current Interest Rate that applies to the amount previously allocated to
the Fixed Account. The Current Interest Rate that applies to subsequent Purchase Payments will apply
from the date that the subsequent Purchase Payment is Received by SBL to the next Contract
Anniversary.

For each Contract Anniversary, SBL will set a Current Interest Rate that will apply for the entire Contract
Year to all amounts allocated to the Fixed Account as of that Contract Anniversary.

On the Annuity Start Date, SBL no longer credits interest to the Fixed Account.
INDEX ACCOUNTS

The initial Index Accounts offered by SBL are shown on page 3. SBL will issue a Rider for each available
Index Account. The Rider sets forth the method for computing interest and the term of that Index Account.

Each Rider also specifies the cap, participation rate, spread, or other elements used in computing the
Index Account interest and describes how these elements operate for the computation. SBL may change,
in its discretion, the cap, participation rate, spread, or other elements used in computing the Index
Account interest, subject to any guarantees that apply for each Index Account. For the initial Index
Accounts, information on the initial current and guaranteed cap, participation rate, spread, and other
elements used to compute the interest for the Index Account are shown on page 3.

SBL credits interest to Index Accounts only on the Contract Anniversary, or in the event of a death, on the
date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL unless the Contract is continued. During a Contract Year, no
interest is earned on the amount of any decrease in the Index Account Value related to withdrawals or
when the Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option.

INDEX ACCOUNTS MAY BE DISCONTINUED

SBL may, in its sole discretion, cease offering one or more of the Index Accounts on a Contract
Anniversary. If this occurs:

1. SBL will provide written notice to the Owner of the Index Account that it will no longer be available
in advance of the Contract Anniversary in which it will cease to be available.

2. If by the Contract Anniversary the Owner does not transfer all Index Account Value held in the
discontinued Index Account, SBL will transfer this amount to the Fixed Account.
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TRANSFERS

As of each Contract Anniversary, the Owner may transfer the Account Value among the Fixed Account
and the Index Accounts then offered by SBL, except to the extent that the Owner has previously allocated
any Account Value to any multi-year Index Account. The Rider for a multi-year Index Account will specify
the number of years that applies for that Index Account. The amount held in a multi-year Index Account
may only be transferred at the end of the multi-year term.

SBL will send the Owner a written notice after each Contract Anniversary which will set forth:

1. The Index Accounts then offered by SBL along with information on the cap, participation rate,
spread, and other elements that are used in computing the interest for those Index Accounts that
apply on the date of the notice; and

2. The Current Interest Rate that applies on the date of the notice.

The Owner must request the transfer of Account Value as of a Contract Anniversary on a form accepted
and Received by SBL on or before the 21st day after that Contract Anniversary. Any request for transfer
received after such date will not be honored and the allocation of the Account Value will remain the same,
unless an Index Account is discontinued as described in "Index Accounts May Be Discontinued" above. If
the Owner does not request a transfer, the allocation of the Account Value will remain the same, unless
an Index Account is discontinued as described in "Index Accounts May Be Discontinued" above.

No Bonus Recapture or Surrender Charge applies to transfers. Also, if the MVA Endorsement is attached
to this Contract, no MVA applies to transfers.

VALUES

ACCOUNT VALUE
On the Contract Date, the Account Value is equal to:

1. The Fixed Account Value which is equal to the Fixed Account Initial Purchase Payment Allocation
plus any Fixed Account Initial Bonus Allocation, each shown on page 3, and less any rider
charges and any Premium Tax taken from the Fixed Account.

2. Plus each Index Account Value which is equal to the Index Account Initial Purchase Payment
Allocation plus any Index Account Initial Bonus Allocation, each shown on page 3, and less any
rider charges and any Premium Tax taken from the Index Account.

On each Contract Anniversary, the Account Value will be the sum of all the Fixed Account Value and the
Index Account Values.

On each Contract Anniversary, the Fixed Account Value is equal to:

1. On the first Contract Anniversary, the Fixed Account Value on the Contract Date or for later
Contract Anniversaries, the Fixed Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Plus any subsequent Purchase Payments, plus for the first Contract Year any Bonus, less
Premium Tayx, if it applies;

3. Minus amounts taken from the Fixed Account for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA,
Bonus Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each
withdrawal during the current Contract Year;
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4. Minus any rider charges taken from the Fixed Account;
5. Plus the daily interest on the Fixed Account during the current Contract Year; and

6. Plus or minus transfers into or out of the Fixed Account processed on that Contract Anniversary,
as applicable.

On each Contract Anniversary, each Index Account Value is equal to:

1. On the first Contract Anniversary, the Index Account Value on the Contract Date or for later
Contract Anniversaries, the Index Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Minus amounts taken from the Index Account for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA,
Bonus Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each
withdrawal during the current Contract Year;

3. Minus any rider charges taken from the Index Account;

4. Plus the interest earned, if any, on the Index Account on the current Contract Anniversary;

5. Plus or minus transfers into or out of the Index Account processed on that Contract Anniversary,
as applicable; and

6. Plus any transfers into the Index Account related to Purchase Payments processed on that
Contract Anniversary, if applicable.

The Index Account interest for each Index Account is computed separately as set forth in the Rider for the
Index Account and it is possible that no interest will be earned on the Index Account for any Contract
Year. Interest is earned on Index Accounts only on the Contract Anniversary, or in the event of a death,
on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL unless this Contract is continued.

On any day other than the Contract Date, a Contract Anniversary, or the date due Proof of Death is
Received by SBL for a payment for a death, the Account Value will be:

1. If before the first Contract Anniversary, the Account Value on the Contract Date, otherwise, the
Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Plus any subsequent Purchase Payments, plus for the first Contract Year any Bonus, less
Premium Tayx, if it applies;

3. Minus amounts taken from this Contract for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA, Bonus
Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each withdrawal;
and

4. Plus the daily interest on the Fixed Account during the current Contract Year.

On the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL, the Account Value will be:

1. If before the first Contract Anniversary, the Account Value on the Contract Date, otherwise, the
Account Value on the last Contract Anniversary;

2. Plus any subsequent Purchase Payments, plus for the first Contract Year any Bonus, less
Premium Tayx, if it applies;
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3. Minus amounts taken from this Contract for each withdrawal paid, including any MVA, Bonus
Recapture, Surrender Charge, and Premium Tax that applies with respect to each withdrawal;
and

4. Minus any rider charges;

5. Plus the daily interest on the Fixed Account during the current Contract Year;

6. Plus the interest, if any, on the Index Account on the date due Proof of Death is Received by
SBL; and

7. Minus any Premium Taxes that apply.

CASH SURRENDER VALUE

The Cash Surrender Value is the amount SBL will pay upon the Owner's written request for a full
withdrawal or upon the death of an Owner who is not the Annuitant. The Cash Surrender Value may also
be applied to an Annuity Option. SBL computes the Cash Surrender Value:

1. For a full withdrawal, as of the date the written request is Received by SBL;

2. Upon the death of the Joint Owner who is not the spouse of the Annuitant, as of the date due
Proof of Death is Received by SBL; or

3. When applied to an Annuity Option, as of the Annuity Start Date.
The Cash Surrender Value is the greater of:
1. The Guaranteed Minimum Cash Surrender Value; or
2. The Account Value:
a. Plus or minus any MVA,;
b. Minus any Surrender Charge;
c. Minus any Bonus Recapture;
d. Minus any Premium Tax or other tax that applies; and

e. Minus any rider charges.

BONUS RECAPTURE
During the Surrender Charge Period shown on page 3, a Bonus Recapture applies upon a full withdrawal
and the Annuity Start Date, when the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option. In
addition, a Bonus Recapture applies upon partial withdrawals and partial annuitization, other than to the
amount of a partial withdrawal that is a Free Withdrawal. No Bonus Recapture applies upon any amounts
paid upon death.
The amount of Bonus Recapture is equal to:

(A X B) — C, if the amount is positive

Where:
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A= Bonus Recapture Rate shown on page 3;

B= The sum of Bonuses added to this Contract; and

C= The sum of all previous Bonus Recaptures.
The Bonus Recapture Rate is based upon the Contract Year in which the withdrawal is paid.
For a full withdrawal, a Bonus Recapture equals the full amount of Bonus Recapture. For a partial
withdrawal or partial annuitization, a Bonus Recapture is a pro rata share of the Bonus Recapture that

would apply on a full withdrawal. The pro rata share is based upon the decrease in the Account Value to
satisfy the partial withdrawal in excess of the Free Withdrawal.

SURRENDER CHARGE

During the Surrender Charge Period shown on page 3, a Surrender Charge applies upon a full withdrawal
and the Annuity Start Date when the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option. In
addition, a Surrender Charge applies upon partial withdrawals and partial annuitization, other than to the
amount of a partial withdrawal that is a Free Withdrawal. No Surrender Charge applies upon any amounts
paid upon death.

For a full withdrawal, SBL applies the Surrender Charge Rate to the Account Value after any MVA and
Bonus Recapture is applied. For a partial withdrawal or partial annuitization, SBL applies the Surrender
Charge Rate to the decrease in the Account Value to satisfy the partial withdrawal in excess of the Free
Withdrawal.

A table of Surrender Charge Rates that applies during the Surrender Charge Period is shown on page 3.
The Surrender Charge Rate is based upon the Contract Year in which the withdrawal is paid.

GUARANTEED MINIMUM CASH SURRENDER VALUE
The Guaranteed Minimum Cash Surrender Value will at no time be less than the minimum required by the
laws of the state in which this Contract is issued. The Guaranteed Minimum Cash Surrender Value is
equal to:

1. 87.5% of the Purchase Payments;

2. Minus any withdrawals;

3. Minus Premium Taxes, if it applies; and

4. Plus the daily interest at the GMIR, as set forth on page 3.

WITHDRAWAL PROVISIONS

WITHDRAWALS

The Owner may take a full or partial withdrawal of the Account Value only while the Owner is living and
before the Annuity Start Date. Withdrawals are subject to any federal or state withdrawal restrictions.

If the Owner requests a full withdrawal, SBL will pay the Cash Surrender Value and this Contract will
terminate.
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All withdrawals must meet the rules below:

1. The request for withdrawal must be on a form accepted and Received by SBL or under other
methods allowed by SBL, if any.

2. The Owner must apply for any withdrawal:
a. while this Contract is in force; and
b. prior to the Annuity Start Date.

3. The amount withdrawn must be at least equal to the Minimum Withdrawal Amount shown on
page 3, except upon a full withdrawal.

4. The amount withdrawn must not reduce the Account Value below the Minimum Account Value,
shown on page 3.

Unless the Owner directs otherwise, each withdrawal is taken pro rata from the Fixed Account and Index
Accounts based upon their values as of the date of the withdrawal. For amounts held in an Index
Account, no index interest will be earned on the amount of any decrease in the Index Account Value
related to any withdrawal.

FREE WITHDRAWALS

After the first Contract Anniversary and during the Surrender Charge Period, the Owner may take Free
Withdrawals. Free Withdrawals are not subject to a Surrender Charge, MVA, or Bonus Recapture. The
total amount that may be withdrawn as Free Withdrawals in any Contract Year is equal to 10% of the
Account Value as of the beginning of the Contract Year. Any portion of a Contract Year's Free
Withdrawals not withdrawn during a Contract Year may not be carried over to any future Contract Year.

If a full withdrawal is taken during the Surrender Charge Period, there are no Free Withdrawals and the
entire amount of the Account Value is subject to a Surrender Charge, MVA, and Bonus Recapture.

If the sum of all withdrawals taken during a Contract Year exceeds the amount of Free Withdrawals
permitted for that Contract Year, then a Surrender Charge, MVA, and Bonus Recapture will be applied to
the decrease in the Account Value to satisfy the partial withdrawal in excess of the Free Withdrawals. If a
full withdrawal is taken after any Free Withdrawals taken in the prior 12 months, then a Surrender
Charge, MVA, and Bonus Recapture will be applied to the decrease in the Account Value with respect to
all Free Withdrawals taken in the prior 12 months and to the amount of the full withdrawal.

SYSTEMATIC WITHDRAWALS

The Owner may request in writing Systematic Withdrawals while the Owner is living prior to the Annuity
Start Date. Systematic Withdrawals are automatic withdrawals from this Contract at set intervals in
substantially equal amounts.

Systematic Withdrawals are subject to the conditions for withdrawals, as well as any Surrender Charge,
MVA, and Bonus Recapture that applies. The Owner must choose the payment type and frequency of the
Systematic Withdrawals.

The payment type may be:

1. A portion of the Account Value;

2. A specified dollar amount;
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3. Equal amounts over a fixed period of time;
4. All earnings in this Contract; or
5. Based upon the life expectancy of the Owner or the Owner and a Beneficiary.
The payment frequency may be:
1. Monthly;
2. Quarterly;
3. Semiannually; or
4. Annually.
Systematic Withdrawals may be stopped or changed by the Owner upon written request on a form

accepted and Received by SBL at least 30 days in advance of the requested date of termination or
change. SBL reserves the right to stop, modify, or suspend Systematic Withdrawals at any time.

DEATH AND DISTRIBUTION PROVISIONS

DEATH BENEFIT ON DEATH OF THE ANNUITANT

Prior to the date the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option, a Death Benefit
becomes payable upon the death of the Annuitant.

The Death Benefit is equal to the greater of:
1. The Cash Surrender Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL; or
2. The Account Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

SBL will pay the Designated Beneficiary the Death Benefit after due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

DEATH OF AN OWNER WHO IS NOT THE ANNUITANT

Prior to the date the entire Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option, upon the death of an
Owner who is not the Annuitant, SBL will pay the Designated Beneficiary:

1. Ifthe deceased Owner is not the spouse of the Annuitant, the Cash Surrender Value on the date
due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

2. If the deceased Owner is the spouse of the Annuitant, the greater of:
A. The Cash Surrender Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL; or

B. The Account Value on the date due Proof of Death is Received by SBL.

DISTRIBUTION RULES

The amount payable on the death of an Owner with any interest shall be paid within 5 years after the
death of any Owner, except as provided below.
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If the Owner is a Nonnatural Person, these distribution rules shall also apply on the death of the
Annuitant.

In the event that the Designated Beneficiary elects an Annuity Option, the length of time for the payment
period may be longer than 5 years if:

1. The Designated Beneficiary is a natural person;
2. The amount payable upon death is paid out under any of Annuity Options 1, 2, or 3;

3. Payments are made over a period not exceeding the life or life expectancy of the Designated
Beneficiary; and

4. Annuity Payments begin within one year of the death of the Owner.
If the sole Designated Beneficiary is the spouse of the deceased Owner or Joint Owner or, if the Owner is
a Nonnatural Person, the spouse of the deceased Annuitant, as applies, the spouse shall become the
sole Owner of this Contract. He or she may elect to: (1) keep this Contract in force until the earlier of
(a) his or her death or (b) the Annuity Start Date; or (2) receive the amount payable upon death as
described above.
This Contract incorporates any provision of Section 72(s) of the Code, or any successor provision. This
Contract also incorporates any other provision deemed necessary by SBL, in its sole judgment, to qualify
this Contract as an annuity contract under the Code. The application of the distribution rules will be made
in accordance with Code Section 72(s), or any successor provision, as interpreted by SBL in its sole
judgment.
The foregoing distribution rules do not apply to a Contract which is:

1. Provided under a plan described in Code section 401(a);

2. Described in Code section 403(b);

3. Anindividual retirement annuity or an annuity provided under an individual retirement account; or

4. Otherwise exempt from the Code Section 72(s) distribution rules.

PROOF OF DEATH

A properly completed and executed claim form accepted and Received by SBL along with any of the
below will serve as Proof of Death:

1. Certified copy of the death certificate;
2. Certified decree of a court of competent jurisdiction as to the finding of death;

3. Written statement by a medical doctor who attended the deceased Owner or Annuitant, as
applicable; or

4. Any proof accepted by SBL.
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ANNUITY PAYMENT PROVISIONS

ANNUITY START DATE

The Annuity Start Date will be the later of:
1. The Contract Anniversary after the Annuitant's 95th birthday; and
2. The [24th] Contract Anniversary.

The Annuity Start Date is the date the first payment will be made to the Annuitant under any of the
Annuity Options. The Annuity Start Date may not be changed.

ANNUITY START AMOUNT

The Annuity Start Amount is used to compute Annuity Payments under Annuity Options 1 through 8. The
Annuity Start Amount is the Cash Surrender Value on the Annuity Start Date as described in "Cash
Surrender Value" on page 13. When the Annuity Start Amount is applied to an Annuity Option:

1. No Bonus Recapture or Surrender Charge applies; and

2. If the MVA Endorsement is attached to this Contract, no MVA applies.

DEATH AFTER THE ANNUITY START DATE

If the Annuitant or joint annuitant dies after the Annuity Start Date, Annuity Payments shall continue to be
paid at least as rapidly as under the method of payment being used as of the date of death.

ANNUITY TABLES

For Annuity Options 1 through 4, 7, and 8, to determine the minimum guaranteed Annuity Payment, the
Annuity Start Amount is divided by $1,000. The result is multiplied by the rate in the Annuity Tables that
applies. For Annuity Options 1 through 4, 7 and 8, the amount of each Annuity Payment is based upon
Annuity Tables.

The Annuity Tables for Annuity Options 1 through 4 and 8 are based upon the sex (unless unisex rates
apply) and age of the Annuitant or the joint annuitant on the Annuity Start Date. The guaranteed amount
of each Annuity Payment for Annuity Options 1 through 4 and 8 will be based upon the Annuity 2000
Mortality Table with mortality improvement using Projection Scale G projected to 2020 and an interest
rate factor based on the GMIR. The Annuity Tables for Option 7 are determined without reference to the
mortality table or the age or sex of the Annuitant.

The Annuity Table used to determine each Annuity Payment may be adjusted by SBL in its discretion to
use a higher interest rate than the GMIR. The Annuity Tables state values for exact whole ages. The
values will be interpolated based on the exact age(s) of the Annuitant or joint annuitants on the Annuity
Start Date. The Annuity Tables are used in accordance with generally accepted actuarial principles.

Annuity Payments for Options 5 and 6 are computed without reference to the Annuity Tables.
ANNUITY PAYMENTS

The Owner may choose by written request any form of Annuity Option that is allowed by SBL. This
request must be on a form accepted and Received by SBL at least 30 days prior to the Annuity Start
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Date. No Annuity Option can be chosen that requires SBL to make periodic payments of less than $100.
Each Annuity Option allows for making Annuity Payments annually, semiannually, quarterly, or monthly.

Annuity Payments, at the time they begin, will not be less than those that would be provided by the
purchase, using the Cash Surrender Value, of a single premium immediate annuity contract at purchase
rates offered by SBL at the time to the same class of annuitants.

CHANGE OF ANNUITY OPTION

Prior to the Annuity Start Date, the Owner may change the Annuity Option chosen or how often payments
will be made. The Owner must request the change in writing. This request must be Received by SBL at
least 30 days prior to the Annuity Start Date. No change will be accepted after 30 days prior to the
Annuity Start Date.

ANNUITY OPTIONS

The Owner may choose one of the Annuity Options below or any other Annuity Option that SBL may
offer, from time to time.

OPTION 1 LIFE OPTION: This option provides Annuity Payments for the life of the Annuitant. Upon
the Annuitant's death, no further Annuity Payments will be made.

OPTION 2 LIFE WITH FIXED PERIOD OPTION: This option provides Annuity Payments for the life
of the Annuitant. A fixed period of 5, 10, 15, or 20 years may be chosen. Annuity
Payments will be made to the end of this period even if the Annuitant dies prior to the end
of the period. If the Annuitant dies before receiving all the Annuity Payments during the
fixed period, the remaining Annuity Payments will be made to the Designated Beneficiary.

OPTION 3 LIFE WITH INSTALLMENT OR UNIT REFUND OPTION: This option provides Annuity
Payments for the life of the Annuitant with a period certain determined by dividing the
Annuity Start Amount by the amount of the first payment. A fixed number of Annuity
Payments will be made even if the Annuitant dies. If the Annuitant dies before receiving
the fixed number of Annuity Payments, any remaining Annuity Payments will be made to
the Designated Beneficiary.

OPTION 4 JOINT AND LAST SURVIVOR OPTION: This option provides Annuity Payments for the
life of the Annuitant and joint annuitant. Annuity Payments will be made as long as either
is living.

OPTION 5 FIXED PERIOD OPTIONS: This option provides Annuity Payments for a fixed number of
years between 5 and 20. The amount of the Annuity Payments will vary as a result of the
interest rate (as adjusted periodically) credited on the General Account. This rate is
guaranteed to be no less than the GMIR shown on page 3. If all the Annuitants die before
receiving the fixed number of Annuity Payments, any remaining Annuity Payments will be
made to the Designated Beneficiary.

OPTION 6 FIXED PAYMENT OPTION: This option provides for Annuity Payments of a fixed amount
chosen by the Owner. This amount is paid until the amount applied, including daily
interest adjustments, is paid. The number of payments will vary as a result of the interest
rate (as adjusted periodically) credited on the General Account. This rate is guaranteed to
be no less than the GMIR shown on page 3. If all the Annuitants die before receiving all
the Annuity Payments, any remaining Annuity Payments will be made to the Designated
Beneficiary.
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OPTION 7 PERIOD CERTAIN OPTION: This option provides Annuity Payments of a fixed amount
for a fixed period of 5, 10, 15, or 20 years. Annuity Payments will be made until the end of
this period. If the Annuitant dies prior to the end of the period, the remaining Annuity
Payments will be made to the Designated Beneficiary.

OPTION 8 JOINT AND CONTINGENT SURVIVOR OPTION: This option provides Annuity
Payments for the life of the primary Annuitant. Annuity Payments will be made to the
primary Annuitant as long as he or she is living. Upon the death of the Annuitant, Annuity
Payments will be made to the joint annuitant as long as he or she is living. If the joint
annuitant is not living upon the death of the Annuitant, no further Annuity Payments will
be made.

PAYMENTS

Federal, state, or local taxes may reduce payments to satisfy withdrawals, any amounts payable upon
death, and Annuity Payments. SBL may reduce any payment by tax withholding as required by the law
that applies.

SBL reserves the right to delay benefits payable under this Contract, except for any amounts payable on
death, for up to six months, subject to receipt of any approval required of the insurance regulator of the
state in which this Contract is issued. SBL will notify the Owner if there will be a delay. Payments delayed
will earn interest at the rate required by the laws of the state in which this Contract is issued.

As permitted by laws of the state where this Contract is issued, SBL may make payments of withdrawals,
any amounts payable on death, and Annuity Payment amounts by means other than issuing the payee a
check and under any payment option or method that SBL may offer from time to time.

MARKET VALUE ADJUSTMENT ENDORSEMENT

This Endorsement is attached to and made part of the Contract as of the Contract Date. This
Endorsement will terminate upon termination of the Contract.

DEFINITIONS

Constant Maturity Treasury Rate or CMT Rate

CMT Rate means the rate of the 10-year Constant Maturity Treasury. The CMT Rate is the index used to
determine the MVA.

Market Value Adjustment or MVA

MVA means an increase or decrease to the amount available for withdrawals. An MVA may apply during
the Surrender Charge Period shown on the Contract page 3 upon certain withdrawals.

MARKET VALUE ADJUSTMENT OR MVA

During the Surrender Charge Period shown on page 3 of the Contract, an MVA applies upon a full
withdrawal. In addition, the MVA applies upon partial withdrawals other than to the amount of a partial
withdrawal that is a Free Withdrawal. No MVA applies upon a Death Benefit payment.

SBL determines an MVA using the MVA Factor. For a full withdrawal, SBL applies the MVA Factor to the
Account Value less any Bonus Recapture that applies as of the date of the full withdrawal. For a partial
withdrawal, SBL applies the MVA Factor to the decrease in the Account Value to satisfy the patrtial
withdrawal in excess of the Free Withdrawal.

The MVA Factor is equal to:

MVA Factor = [(1 +i0)/ (1 + i1 + 0.0025)]"T - 1

Where:
i0 = The CMT Rate previously reported before the Contract Date;
il = The CMT Rate previously reported before the date of the withdrawal; and
T = The number of whole and fraction of years until the end of the Surrender Charge Period.

An MVA may be positive or negative. The amount of the MVA is based upon the change, if any, in the
CMT Rate. If the CMT Rate decreases by more than .25%, then the MVA may increase the amount
available for a withdrawal. If the CMT Rate decreases by less than .25% or if the CMT Rate increases,
then the MVA may decrease the amount available for a withdrawal.

SBL limits the amount of an MVA, either positive or negative, to the amount that would not cause the

Cash Surrender Value as determined with the application of the MVA, and any Bonus Recapture or
Surrender Charge to be less than the Guaranteed Minimum Cash Surrender Value.
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Change in the CMT Rate

If the 10-year CMT Rate is no longer available or the computation of the CMT Rate is substantially
changed, SBL will use a substantially similar index. If the CMT Rate is not available for a 10-year maturity
term, SBL will determine a rate based upon the CMT Rates with the nearest maturities. SBL will (i) obtain

the approval of the change in the index by the insurance regulator of the state in which this Contract is
issued or (ii) notify the Owner of the substitution, each as required.
