CONSENT ORDER


On this day Julie Benafield Bowman, Arkansas Insurance Commissioner (“Commissioner”) and Jami Dawn Steinsiek (Respondent) agree to enter into this Consent Order for the reasons stated below.  From the facts and law before the Commissioner, she finds:

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. The Commissioner has jurisdiction over the parties and subject 

matter pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §23-61-103.

2. Respondent is licensed as a resident life, accident and health, and multi-line insurance producer. She holds License #157308.
3.
On January 24, 2005, Respondent pleaded guilty in the Circuit Court of Union County, Arkansas, to the following:


A.
Financial Identity Fraud, a Class D felony.  She was sentenced to 72 months in the Arkansas Department of Corrections and ordered to pay restitution in an amount to be determined.



B.
Fraudulent Use of a Credit Card, a Class C felony.  She was sentenced to 120 months in the Arkansas Department of Corrections and was ordered to pay restitution in an amount to be determined.



C.
Violation of the Arkansas Hot Check Law, a class C felony.  She was sentenced to 120 months in the Arkansas Department of Corrections and ordered to pay $1,937.75 in restitution.



D.
Theft of Property over $2,500.00, a Class B felony.  She was sentenced to 180 months in the Arkansas Department of Corrections and ordered to pay restitution in an amount to be determined.

4.
Respondent never informed the Department of her indictments or convictions.

5.
The above convictions encompass Respondent’s theft of premium money from Allstate Insurance Co. received in the course of her activities as a licensed producer.
CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

6.
For the above felony convictions, Respondent is in violation of Ark. Code Ann. § 23-64-512(a)(6).
7.
Respondent did not inform the Department in writing within thirty (30) days of her pretrial hearing, in violation of Ark. Code Ann. §23-64-517(b).
8.
For the theft of insurance premium money, Respondent is in violation of Ark. Code Ann. § 23-64-512(a)(4)

9.
All licenses issued to Respondent by the Department should be revoked.


THEREFORE, in consideration of these Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, it is hereby ORDERED AND AGREED that, pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §23-64-512(a), all licenses issued by the Department to Jami Dawn Steinsiek are hereby revoked.
