Employee includes a leased worker. Employee
does not include a temporary worker.

. Executive officer means a person holding any of
the officer positions created by your charter, con-
stitution, by-laws or any other similar governing
document.

Farm implement means a land vehicle including
any aftached machinery, whether seff-propelled or
not, designed principally for use off public roads
which is usual to the operation of a farm and de-
signed for farming purposes. Farm implement in-
cludes animal drawn equipment. But farm im-
plement does not include auto nor mobile equip-
ment.

Garage business means the ownership, mainte-
nance or use of premises by you as a garage op-
eration. This may include an auto dealer, repair
shop, service station, storage garage or public
parking place. Unless modified in other parts of
this policy, it also includes:

1. Operations necessary and incidental to the
garage operation; and

2. The ownership, maintenance and use of autos
as described under SECTION |l - COVERAGE,
COVERAGE A, 1.

1. Garage customer means:

a. Any person while using an auto owned,
maintained or used in your garage busi-
ness; or

b. Any of your customers or any prospective
buyer to whom an auto has been loaned

or furnished by you.

2. Garage customer shall not include:

a. If the first named insured shown in the
Declarations is an individual:

{1) You; and

{2) If furnished an auto for regular use by
you:

(a) Your relatives; and

(b) Your employees, their spouses or
any person who resides with an
employee and who is related to
such employee or his or her
spouse by blood, marriage or
adoption including a ward or fos-
ter child who resides with such
employee.

b, Ifthe first named insured shown in the
Declarations is other than an individual
and if furnished an auto for regular use by
you:

(1) Your employees, directors, stockhold-
ers, partners or members; and

(2) Spouses or any person who resides
with your employees, directors, stock-
holders, partners or members and
who is related to stich persons or their
spouses by blood, marriage or adop-
tion including a ward or foster child
who resides with your employees, di-
rectors, stockholders, partners or
members.

c. Any organization or other persen to whom
you furnish an auto for regular use.

d. Any person while using an auto furnished
to any person or organization under para-
graphs a,, b, and ¢,, immediately above.

However, any person under paragraphs,
J.2.a(2} and J.2.b. through d. above shall be
considered a garage customer when an auto
such person owns is in your care, custody or
control for service or repair and you have fur-
nished such person with an additional auto.

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K. Hostile fire means a fire which becomes uncon-

trollable or breaks out from where it was intended
to be.

Impaired property means tangible property, other
than your product or your work, that cannot be
used or is less useful because:

1. It incorporates your product or your work that
is known or thought to be defective, deficient,
inadequate or dangerous; or

2. You have failed to fulfill the terms of a con- ..

tract or agreement
if such property can be restored to use by:

1. The repair, replacement, adjustment or re-
moval of your product or your work; or

2. Your fulfilling the terms of the contract or
agreement.

. Insured means any person or organization quali-
fying as such under SECTION Ill - WHO IS AN
INSURED.

Insured contract means:

1. A contract for a lease of premises. However,
that portion of the contract for a lease of
premises that indemnifies any person or or-
ganization for damage by fire to premises
while rented to you or temporarily occupied
by you with permission of the owner is not an
insured contract;

2. A sidetrack agreement;

3. Any easement or license agreement, except
in connection with construction or demolition
operations on or within 50 feet of a railroad,

4. An obligation, as required by ordinance, to in-
demnify a municipality, except in connection
with work for a municipality;

5. An elevator maintenance agreement; or
6. That part of any other contract or agreement

pertaining to your business (including an in-
demnification of a municipality in connection

with work performed for a municipality) under
which you assume the tort liakility of another
party to pay for bodily injury or property dam-
age to a third person or organization. Tort [i-
ability means a liability that would be imposed
by law in the absence of any contract or
agreement.

Paragraph N.6. does not include that part of
any contract or agreement:

a. That indemnifies a railroad for bodily in-
jury or property damage arising out of -
construction or demclition operations,
within 50 feet of any railroad property and
affecting any railroad bridge or trestle,
tracks, roadbeds, tunnel, underpass or
crossing;

0. Leased worker means an individual leased to you

by a labor leasing firm under an agreement be-
tween the labor leasing firm and you, to perform
duties related to the conduct of your garage busi-
ness. Leased worker does not include a tempo-
rary worker.
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P. Loading or unloading means the handling of

property:

1. After it is moved from the place where it is
accepted for movement into or onto an air-
craft, watercraft or auto;

2. While it is in or on an aircraft, watercraft or
auto; or

3. While it is being moved from an aircraft, wa-

_ tercraft or auto to the place where it is finally

delivered

but loading or unloading does not include the
movement of property by means of a mechanical
device, other than a hand truck, that is not at-
tached to the aircraft, watercraft or auto.

Mobile equipment means any of the following
types of land vehicles, including any attached ma-
chinery or equipment:

1. Bulldozers, forklits and other similar vehicles
designed for use principally off public roads;

2. Vehicles maintained for use solely on or next
to premises you own or rent;

3. Vehicles that travel on crawler treads. This
does not include snowmeobiles;

4. Vehicles, whether self-propelled or not,
maintained primarily to provide mobility to
permanently mounted:

a. Power cranes, shovels, icaders, diggers
or drills; or

b. Road. construction or resurfacing equip-
ment such as graders, scrapers or rollers;

5. Vehicles not described in 1., 2., 3., or 4. im-
mediately above that are not self-propelled
and are maintained primarily to provide mo-
bility to permanently attached equipment of
the following types:

a. Air compressors, pumps and generators,
including spraying, welding, building

cleaning, geophysical exploration, lighting
and well servicing equipment; or

b. Cherry pickers and similar devices used
to raise or lower workers; or

6. Vehicles not described in 1., 2., 3., or 4. above
maintained primarily for purposes other than
the transportation of persons or cargo.

However, self-propelled vehicles with the fol-
lowing types of permanently attached equip-
ment are not mobile equipment but will be
considered autos:

a. Equipment designed primarily for:
(1) Snow removal;

(2) Road maintenance, but not construe-
tion or resurfacing; or

(3) Street cleaning;

b. Cherry pickers and similar devices
mounted on awto or truck chassis and
used to raise or lower workers; or

c. Air compressors, pumps and generators,
including spraying, welding, building
cleaning, geophysical exploration, lighting
and well servicing equipment.

But mobile equipment does not include auto nor
farm implement.

Occurrence means an accident, including con-
tinuous or repeated exposure to substantially the
same general harmful conditions.

Perscnal injury means other than bedily injury
arising out of one or more of the following of-
fenses:

1. False arrest, detention or imprisonment;

2. Malicious prosecution;

3. The wrongful eviction from, wrongful entry

into, or invasion of the right of private occu-
pancy of a room, dwelling or premises that a
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person occupies, committed by or on behalf of
its owner, landlord or lessor;

4. Oral or written publication, in any manner, of
material that slanders or libels a person or
organization or disparages a person's or or-
ganization's goods, products or services; or

5. Oral or written publication, in any manner, of
material that violates a person's right of pri-
vacy.

T. Pollutants means any solid, liquid, gaseous or

thermal irritant or contaminant, including smoke,
vapor, soot, fumes, acids, alkalis, chemicals, lig-
vids, gases and waste. Waste includes materials
to be recycled, reconditioned or reclaimed.

U. Private passenger auto means:

1. A passenger or station wagon type auto with
four or more wheels;

2. Pickup or van type auto with a gross weight of
15,000 pounds or less which is not used in the
business of carrying passengers for hire; or

3. A motor home.

V. Products-completed operations hazard:

1. Includes all bodily injury and property damage
occurring away from premises you own or
rent and arising out of your product or your
work except:

a. Products that are still in your physical
possession; or

b. Work that has not yet been completed or
abandoned. However, your work will be
deemed completed at the earliest of the
following times:

(1) When all of the work called for in your
contract has been completed.

(2) When all of the work to be done at the
job site has been completed if your
contract calls for work at more than
one job site.

(3) When that part of the work done at a
job site has been put to its intended
use by any person or organization
other than another contractor or sub-
contractor working on the same proj-
ect.

Work that may need service, maintenance,
correction, repair or replacement, but
which is otherwise complete, will be
treated as completed.

2. Does not include bedily injury or property
damage arising out of:

a. The transportation of property, unless the
injury or damage arises out of a condition
in or on a vehicle not owned or operated
by you, and that condition was created by
the loading or unloading of that vehicle by
any insured;

b. The existence of tools, uninstalled equip-
ment or abandoned or unused materials;
or

¢. Products or operations for which the clas-
sification, shown in the Declarations,
states that products-completed operations
are included.

W. Property damage means:

1. Physical injury to tangible property, including
all resulting loss of use of that property. All
such loss of use shall be deemed to occur at
the time of the physical injury that caused it;
or

2. Loss of use of tangible property that is not
physicatly injured. Al such loss shall be
deemed to occur at the time of the occurrence
that caused it.

For the purposes of this insurance, electronic data
is not tangible property.

As used in this definition, electronic data means

Relative means a person who resides with you
and who is related to you by blood, marriage or
adoption. Relative includes a ward or foster child
who resides with you.

Residence employee means:

1. Your employee whose duties are in connec-
tion with the maintenance or use of your resi-

‘dence premises, including household or do- -

mestic services; or

2. Your employee who performs similar duties
elsewhere but not in connection with any in-
sured's business.

Silica means silicon dioxide (occurring in crys-
talline, amorphous and impure forms), silica par-
ticles, silica dust or silica compounds.

Silica-related dust means a mixture or combina-
tion of silica and other dust or paricles.

Suit means a civil proceeding in which damages
because of bodily injury, property damage, per-
sonal injury or advertising injury to which this in-
surance applies are alleged. Suit includes:

1. An arbitration proceeding in which such
damages are claimed and to which the in-
sured must submit or does submit with our
consent; or

2. Any other alternative dispute resolution pro-
ceeding in which such damages are claimed
and to which the insured submits with our
consent.

Temporary worker means a person who is fur-
nished to you to substitute for a permanent em-
ployee on leave or to meet seasonal or short-
term workload conditions.

Trademark means any registered or unregistered
word, name, symbol, sign, device or any combi-
nation thereof used to identify or distinguish a
person's or organization's goods, products or
services from those of others and to indicate or
identify the origin or source of such goods, prod-

ucts or services, even if the ongin or source is
unknown. Trademark includes registered trade
dress and trade dress which is used with or in-
corporates any trademark.

Trade dress means the unregistered and nonfunc-
tional distinctive packaging, appearance, image,
design, color scheme or shape or combination
thereof used to identify or distinguish a person's
or organization's goods, products or services
from those of others and to indicate or identify the
origin or source of such goods, products or serv-
ices, even if the source is unknown. " Trade dress
does not include:

1. Registered trade dress;
2. Trademark; or

3. Trade dress which is used with or incorpo-
rates any trademark.

Trailer means a vehicle which is designed to be
connected to and towed by an auto. Trailer in-
cludes mobile homes, modular homes, utility
trailers, camping trailers and vacation trailers.

COVERAGE A - BODILY INJURY AND PROPERTY
DAMAGE LIABILITY

COVERAGE

a. Bodily Injury And Property Damage Liabil-

ity (Other Than Auto)

(1) We will pay those sums that you be-
come legally obligated to pay as dam-
ages because of bodily injury or prop-
erty damage to which this insurance
applies. We will have the right and
duty to defend you against any suit
seeking those damages. We may at
“our discretion investigate any claim or
occurrence and seftle any claim or
suit that may result. But:

{a) The amount we will pay for dam-
ages is limited as described in
Section IV - Limits of Insurance;
and

{b) Our right and duty to defend end
when we have used up the appli-
cable limit of insurance in the
payment of judgments or settie-
ments under bodily injury, prop-
erty damage or medical payments.

No cther obligation or liability to pay
sums or perform acts or services is
covered unless explicitly provided for
under Supplementary Payments - Cov-
erages A and B.

(2) This insurance applies to bodily injury
and property damage only if:

(¢) Becomes aware by any other
means that bodily injury or prop-
erty damage has occurred or has
begun to occur.

Damages because of bodily injury in-
clude damages claimed by any person
or organization for care, loss of serv-
ices or death resulting at anytime
from the bodily injury.

Nuclear reactor means any apparatus

Property damage includes all forms of
radioactive contamination of property.

Exclusions aJ{2), a.(3) and a.(4) above do
not apply to damage by fire to premises
while rented to you or temporarily occu-
pied by you with permission of the owner.

{2) Warlike action by a military force, in-
cluding action in hindering or defend-
ing against an actual or expected at-
tack, by any government, sovereign or
other authority using military person-
nel or other agents; or

(3) Insurrection, rebellion, revolution,
usurped power, or action taken by
governmental authority in hindering or
defending against any of these.

Any claim, suit, action or proceeding
against any insured arising out of the dis-
charge, dispersal, release, escape or in-
halation of any silica or silica-related dust.

Arising directly or indirectly out of any ac-
tion or omission that violates or is alleged
to violate:

{1} The Telephone Consumer Protection
Act (TCPA), including, any amendment
of or addition to such law: or

(2) The CAN-SPAM Act of 2003, including
any amendment of or addition to such
law; or

(3) Any statute, ordinance or regulaticn,
other than the TCPA or CAN-SPAM
Act of 2003, that prohibits or limits the
sending, transmitting, communicating
or distribution of material or informa-
tion.

COVERAGE C - MEDICAL PAYMENTS

1. COVERAGE

We will pay medical expenses as de-
scribed below for bodily injury caused by
an accident:

(1) On premises you own or rent;

(2) On ways next to premises you own or
rent; or

{3) Because of your operations
provided that:

(1) The accident takes place in the cover-
age territory and during the policy pe-
riod;

(2) The expenses are incurred and re-
ported to us within one year of the
date of the accident; and

(3) The injured person submits to exami-
nation, at our expense, by physicians
of our choice as often as we reasona-
bly require.

We will make these payments regardless
of fault. These payments will not exceed
the applicable limit of insurance. We will
pay reasonable expenses for:

(3) Necessary ambulance, hospital, pro-
fessional nursing and funeral services.
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EXCLUSIONS
This insurance does not apply to bodily injury:
{a) To any insured, except volunteer workers.

{b) To a person hired to do work for or on
behalf of any insured or a tenant of any
insured.

{c) To a person injured on that part of prem-
ises you own or rent that the person nor-
mally occupies.

{d) To a person, whether or not an employee
of any insured, if benefits for the bodily
injury are payable or must be provided
under a workers compensation or disabil-
ity benefit law or a similar law.

{e) To a person injured while practicing, in-
structing or participating in any physical
exercises or games, sports or athletics
contests. i

{f) Included within the products-completed
operations hazard.

(g) Excluded under Coverage A, 2.
EXCLUSIONS, a. Bodily Injury And Prop-
erty Damage Liability (Other Than Auto)
and Bodily Injury And Property Damage
Liability (Auto).

(h} Excluded under Coverage A, 2
EXCLUSIONS, b. Bodily Injury And Prop-
erty Damage Liability {Other Than Auto).
This exclusion does not apply to any per-
son while occupying or through being
struck by an auto located, operated or oc-
cupied on the premises described in the
Declarations.

(i} Any person while occupying or through
being struck by an auto, farm implement
or mobile equipment away from the
premises described in the Declarations.

SUPPLEMENTARY PAYMENTS - COVERAGES A AND

B

if Coverage A or B apply, we wili pay, with respect
to any claim we investigate or settle, or any suit
against an insured we defend:

All expenseas we incur.

Up to $2,000 for premiums on bail bonds re-
quired because of accidents or traffic law
violations arising out of the use of any auto to
which the Bodily Injury Liability Coverage ap-
plies. We have no obligation to apply for or
furnish these bonds.

Premiums on appeal bonds or bonds to re-
lease attachments, but only for bond amounts
within the applicable limit of insurance. We
have no obligation to apply for or furnish
these bonds.

All reasonable expenses incurred by the in-
sured at our request including actual loss of
earnings up to $250 a day because of time off
from work.

All costs taxed against the insured in the suit.

Prejudgment interest awarded against the in-
sured on that part of the judgment we pay. If
we make an offer to pay the applicable limit of
insurance, we will not pay any prejudgment
interest based on that period of time after the
offer.

All interest on the full amount of any judgment
that accrues after entry of the judgment and
before we have paid, offered to pay, or de-
posited in court the part of judgment that is
within the applicable limit of insurance.

These payments will not reduce the limits of in-
surance.

FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY AND COMPULSORY
INSURANCE LAWS

While an auto to which this insurance applies is
subject to laws of another state or Canada, we
will:

Increase the limit of insurance for Liability
Coverage to comply with the minimum re-
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quirements of a financial responsibility or

compulsory insurance law of the jurisdiction
where such auto is being operated; and

2. Afford the minimum amounts for the types of
mandatory coverages required by the juris-
diction where such auto is being operated.

This provision does not apply to any limits re-
quired by any faw governing motor carriers of
property or passengers.

We will not duplicate payments available under
this or any other insurance for the same elements
of loss.

Your manpagers are in-
sureds, but only with respect to their du-
ties as your managers.

d. An organization other than a partnership,
joint venture or limited liability company,
you are an insured. Your executive offi-
cers and directors are insureds, but only
with respect to their duties as your offi-
cers or directors. Your stockholders are

also insureds, but only with respect to
their liability as stockholders.

e. A trust, you are an insured. Your trustees
are also insureds, but only with respect to
their duties as trustees.

2. Each of the following is also an insured:

a. Your employees, other than either your
executive officers (if you are an organiza-
tion other than a partnership, joint venture
or limited liability company) or your man-
agers (if you are a limited liability com-
pany), but only for acts within the scope of
their employment by you or while per-
forming duties related to the conduct of
your business, or your volunteer workers
only while performing duties related to the
conduct of your business. However, none
of these employees or volunteer workers
are insureds for bodily injury, personal
injury or advertising injury:

{1) To you, to your partners or members
{(if you are a partnership or joint ven-
ture), to your members (if you are a
limited tiability company), to a co-
employee while in the course of his or
her employment or performing duties
related to the conduct of your busi-
ness, or to your other volunteer work-
ers while performing duties related to
the conduct of your business;

{2) To the spouse, child, parent, brother
or sister of that co-employee or vol-
unteer worker as a consequence of a.
above;

{3) For which there is any obligation to
share damages with or repay some-
one else who must pay damages be-
cause of the injury described in 2.a.(1)
or 2.a.(2) above; or

(4) Arising out of his or her providing or
failing to provide professional health
care services.

Any other person
or organization responsible for the conduct of
such person is also an insured, but only with
respect to liability arising out of the operation
of the equipment, and only if no other insur-
ance of any kind is available to that person or
organization for this liability. However, no
person or organization is an insured with re-
spect to:

a. Bodily injury to a co-employee of the per-
son driving the equipment; or

b. Property damage to property owned by,
rented to, in the charge of or occupied by
you or the employer of any person who is
an insured under this provision.

Any organization you newly acquire or form,
other than a partnership, joint venture or lim-
ited liability company, and over which you
maintain ownership or majority interest, will
qualify as a Named Insured if there is no
cther similar insurance available to that or-
ganization.

A. COVERAGE A (Other Than Auto), COVERAGE B

AND COVERAGE C because of all bodily injury and property

damage arising out of any one occur-
rence.

1. Coverage A (Other Than Auto) And Coverage

a. The Limits of Insurance shown in the
Declarations and the rules below fix the
most we will pay regardless of the num-
ber of:

(1) Insureds;
(2) Claims made or suits brought; or

(3) Persons or organizations making
claims or bringing suits.

b. The General Aggregate Limit is the most
we will pay for the sum of:

{1} Medical expenses under Coverage C;

{2) Damages under Coverage A, except
damages because of bodily injury or
property damage included in the prod-
ucts completed operations hazard; and

(3) Damages under Coverage B.

c. The Products-Completed Operations Ag-
gregate Limit is the most we will pay un-
der Coverage A for damages because of
bodily injury and property damage in-
cluded in the products-completed opera-
tions hazard.

d. Subject to b. above, the Personal Injury
and Advertising Injury Limit is the most
we will pay under Coverage B for the sum

f. The Damage To Premises Rented To You
Limit is the most we will pay under Cov-
erage A for damages because of property
damage to any one premises, while rented
to you, or in the case of damage by fire,
while rented to you or temporarily occu-
pied by you with permission of the owner.

g. Subject to e. above, the Medical Payments
Limit is the most we will pay under Cov-
erage C for all medical expenses because
of bodily injury sustained by any one per-
son.

If this policy is written for more than one 12
month pericd, the General Aggregate Limit for
each 12 month period shall never exceed
twice the General Aggregate Limit shown in
the Declarations. The General Aggregate
Limit applies separately to each 12 month pe-
riod starting with the beginning of the policy
period shown in the Declarations.

The Limits of Insurance of this policy apply
separately to each consecutive annual period
and to any remaining period of less than 12
months, starting with the beginning of the
policy pericd shown in the Declarations, un-
less the policy period is extended after issu-
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ance for an additional period of less than 12
months. In that case, the additional period
will be deemed part of the last preceding pe-
riod for purposes of determining the Limits of

Insurance .
2. Coverage C
a. The limit of insurance shown in the Decla-

rations for MEDICAL PAYMENTS is the
most we shall pay to or for any person in

one occurrence for medical and funeral

" services.

b. We may pay the injured person or the
party that renders the medical services.

c. In the event of the death of the injured
person:

(1) For incurred funeral expenses, we
shall pay no more than the difference
between the limit of insurance for
Medical Payments shown in the Dec-
larations for each person less
amounts paid or payable for reason-
able and necessary medical expenses.

{2) Payment for funeral services shall be
made to the deceased person's sur-
viving spouse; if none, to surviving
children, share and share aiike; if
none, to surviving parents, share and
share alike; if none, to the deceased
person's estate,

d. The limit of insurance is not increased be-
cause of the number of:

(1) Insureds;
{2) Persons injured;

{3) Claims made or suits brought; or

{4) Premises shown in the Declarations or
premiums charged.

B. COVERAGE A {Auto)

We shall pay damages for bodily injury or prop-
erty damage up to the limit of insurance shown in

the Declarations for such coverage. Such dam-
ages shall be paid as follows:

1.

For bodily injury:

a. The limit shown in the Declarations for
each person is the amount of coverage
and the most we shall pay for all damages
because of or arising out of bodily injury
to any one person in any one occurrence.

b. The limit shown for each occurrence is the

~total amount of coverage and the most we
shall pay, subject to B.t.a. above, for all
damages because of or arising out of
bodily injury to two or more persons in
any one occurrence.

For property damage, the limit shown in the
Declarations is the most we shall pay for
property damage in any one occurrence.

The limit of insurance applicable to a trailer,
non-motorized farm machinery or farm wagon
which is connected to an auto covered by this
policy shall be the limit of insurance applica-
ble to such auto. The auto and connected
trailer, non-motorized farm machinery or farm
wagon are considered one auto and do not
increase the limit of insurance.

The limit of insurance applicabie to a trailer
covered by this policy:

a. Which is not connected to an auto; or

b. Which is connected to an auto not covered
by this policy

will be the limit of insurance applicable to the
auto.

The limit of insurance shown in the Declara-
tions for this coverage is the most we shall
pay for all claims of one or more persons in
any one occurrence regardless of the number
of:

a. Persons injured;
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b. Autos to which this insurance applies;

¢. Premiums charged in the Declarations or
premiums paid;

d. Claims presented or suits brought; or

e. Autos involved in the occcurrence.

SECTION V - DEDUCTIBLE

A

If a Property Damage Liability Deductible is shown
in the Declarations, our obligation to pay dam-
ages for property damage applies only to dam-
ages in each occurrence in excess of such de-
ductible.

We may decide to pay all or any part of the de-
ductible to settle a claim or suit. You must then
promptly reimburse us for the deductible or the
portion of the deductible we paid.

The terms and conditions of this policy including
those relating to

1. Qur right and duty to defend; and

2. Your duties after an accident or loss apply re-
gardless of the deductible amount.

SECTION V! - WHAT YOU MUST DO AFTER AN
ACCIDENT, OCCURRENCE OR LOSS

A,

You must see to it that we are notified as soon as
practical of an occurrence or an offense which
may result in a claim. To the extent possible, no-
tice should include:

1. How, when and where the occurrence or of
fense took place;

2. The names and addresses of any injured per-
sons and witnesses; and

3. The nature and location of any injury or dam-
age arising out of the occurrence or offense.

If a claim is made or suit is brought against any
insured, you must:

1. Immediately record the specifics of the claim
or suit and the date received; and

2. Notify us as soon as practical.

You must see to it that we receive written notice
of the claim or suit as soon as practical.

You and any other involved insured must:

1. Immediately send us copies of any corre-
spondence, demands, notices, summonses or
legal papers received in connection with the
claim or suit;

2. Authorize us to obtain records and other in-
formation; and

3. Assist us, upon our request, in the enforce-
ment of any right against any person or or-
ganization which may be liable to the insured
because of injury or damage to which this in-
surance may also apply.

No insured will, except at that insured's own cost,
voluntarily make a payment, assume any obliga-
tion, or incur any expense, other than for first aid,
without our consent,

You must promptly take at your expense all rea-
sonable steps to prevent other bodily injury or
property damage from arising out of the same or
similar condition, but such expense is not recov-
erable under this policy.

Under Uninsured Motorist Coverage and/or Un-
derinsured Motorist Coverage, any person making
a claim must:

1. Give us written notice and documentation of
loss;

2. Submit to examinations by physicians we se-
lect as often as we require; and

3. Authorize us to obtain medical reports and
other pertinent records.

We must be given copies of the legal papers if
suit is brought against any person believed to be
legally responsible.
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G. You and any person seeking coverage under this
policy must cooperate with us in the investigation,
settlement or defense of any claim or suit. This
includes submitting to statements and examina-
tions under oath, audio or video taped examina-
tions under oath while not in the presence of any
other insured and sign the transcripts of the
statements and examinations. You must give us
access to any documents which we request.

H. The person to or for whom payment is made un-
der Uninsured Motorist Coverage and/or Underin-
sured Motorist Coverage must hold in trust for us
that person's rights of recovery against any le-
gally liable person. That person must do all that is
proper to secure such rights and must do nothing
to prejudice them. That person must take any re-
quired action in that person's name to recover
damages and reimburse us out of any proceeds
to the extent of our payment.

I. When a claim under MEDICAL PAYMENTS is in-
volved, the injured person or someone acting on
behalf of the injured person must:

1. Give us, as soon as possible, written proof of
claim under oath if required;

2. Submit to physical examinations at our ex-
pense by doctors we select, as often as we
may reasonably require; and

3. Authorize us to obtain medical and other rec-
ords.

SECTION VII - GENERAL CONDITIONS
A. SEVERABILITY OF INSURANCE

Except as to our limit of insurance, this insurance
applies separately to each insured against whom
claim is made or suit is brought.

B. BANKRUPTCY
Bankruptey or insolvency of the insured or of the
insured's estate will not relieve us of our obliga-

tions under this policy.

C. POLICY PERIOD; TERRITORY

We cover bodily injury or property damage that

occurs during the policy period shown in the
Declarations:

1. Inthe United States of America, its territories
or possessions and Canada;

2. While an auto, to which this insurance applies,
is being transported between any of the
places listed in C.1. above; and

3. Anywhere in the world with respect to:

a. Products you make or sell in a place
listed in C.1. above,; or

b. Activities of an insured, resident of a
place listed in C.1. above, away for a short
time in the course of your business

if an insured must pay damages as a result of:

a. A suit brought in a place listed in C.1.
ahove; or

b. A seftlement to which we agree.

LEGAL ACTION AGAINST US

No person or organization has a right under this
policy:

1. To join us as a party or otherwise bring us
into a suit asking for damages from an in-
sured; or

2. To sue us on this policy unless all of its terms
have been fully complied with.

A person or organization may sue us to recover
on an agreed settlement or on a final judgment
against an insured obtained after an actual trial;
but we will not be liable for damages that are not
payable under the terms of this policy or that are
in excess of the applicable limit of insurance. An
agreed settlement means a settlement and re-
lease of liability signed by us, the insured and the
claimant or the claimant's legal representative.

E. OTHER INSURANCE
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If other valid and collectible insurance is available
to the insured for a loss we cover under Cover-
ages A or B of this policy, our obligations are lim-
ited as follows:

1.

Primary Insurance

This insurance is primary except when 2, and
4. below applies. If this insurance is primary,
our obligations are not affected unless any of
the other insurance is also primary. Then, we
.will share with all that other insurance by the
method described in 3. below.

Excess Insurance
This insurance is excess over:

a. Any of the other insurance, whether pri-
mary, excess, contingent or on any other
basis:

{1} That is Fire, Extended Coverage,
Builder's Risk, Installation Risk or
similar coverage for your work;

(2) That is Fire insurance for premises
rented to you or temporarily occupied
by you with permission of the owner,;

(3) That is insurance purchased by you to
cover your liability as a tenant for
property damage to premises rented
to you or temporarily occupied by you
with permission of the owner; or

{4) If the loss arises out of the mainte-
nance or use of aircraft, autos or wa-
tercraft to the extent not subject to 2.
EXCLUSIONS, b.(3) of SECTION Il -
COVERAGE A.

b. Any other primary insurance available to
you covering liability for damages arising
out of the premises or operations for
which you have been added as an addi-
tional insured by attachment of an en-
dorsement.

When this insurance is excess, we will have
no duty under Coverages A or B to defend the

insured against any suit if any other insurer
has a duty to defend the insured against that
suit. If no other insurer defends, we will un-
dentake to do so, but we will be entitled to the
insured’s rights against all those other insur-
ers.

When this insurance is excess over other in-
surance, we will pay only our share of the
amount of the loss, if any, that exceeds the
sum of:

a. The total amount that all such other insur-
ance would pay for the loss in the ab-
sence of this insurance; and

b. The total of all deductible and self-insured
amounts under all that cther insurance,

We will share the remaining loss, if any, with
any other insurance that is not described in
this Excess Insurance provision and was not
bought specifically to apply in excess of the
Limits of Insurance shown in the Declarations
of this policy.

Method of Sharing

If all of the other insurance permits contribu-
tion by equal shares, we will follow this
method also. Under this approach each in-
surer contributes equal amounts until it has
paid its applicable limit of insurance or none
of the loss remains, whichever comes first.

If any of the other insurance does not permit
contribution by equal shares, we will contrib-
ute by limits. Under this method, each in-
surer's share is based on the ratio of its ap-
plicable limit of insurance to the total applica-
ble limits of insurance of all insurers.

This insurance shall be, with respect to any
auto to which this insurance applies:

a. Primary insurance for any auto owned by
you except when such auto is in the care,
custody or control of a garage customer;

b. Excess insurance over any cther collecti-
ble insurance for any auto you do not
own; and
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¢. Excess insurance over any other collecti-
ble insurance available to a garage cus-
tomer when an aute owned by you is in
the care, custody or control of such ga-
rage customer.

5. Subject to 1. and 4. above, this coverage shall
be primary when any trailer is connected to
an auto (that is not a trailer) to which this in-
surance applies.

6. Subject to 1. above, this coverage shall be ex-

cess When any trailer is connected to an auto —

{that is not a ftrailer), except an auto (that is
not a trailer) to which this insurance applies.

PREMIUM AUDIT

1. We will compute all premiums for this policy
in accordance with our rules and rates.

2. Premium shown in this policy as advance
premium is a deposit premium only. At the
close of each audit period we will compute
the earned premium for that period. Audit
premiums are due and payable on notice to
the first Named Insured. If the sum of the ad-
vance and audit premiums paid for the policy
term is greater than the earned premium, we
will return the excess to the first Named In-
sured,

3. The first Named Insured must keep records of
the information we need for premium compu-
tation, and send us copies at such times as
we may request.

4. We will retain no less than the minimum pre-
miums.

. REPRESENTATIONS

By accepting this policy, you agree:

1. The statements in the Declarations are accu-
rate and complete;

2. Those statements are based upon represen-
tations you made to us; and

3. We have issued this policy in reliance upon
your representations.

H. SEPARATION OF INSUREDS

J.

Except with respect to the Limits of Insurance,
and any rights or duties specifically assigned in
this policy to the first Named Insured, this insur-
ance applies:

1. As if each Named Insured were the only
Named Insured; and

2. Separately to each insured against whom
_ claim is made or suit is brought.

TRANSFER OF RIGHTS OF RECOVERY AGAINST
OTHERS TO US

If the insured has rights to recover all or part of
any payment we have made under this policy,
those rights are transferred to us. The insured
must do nothing after loss to impair them. At our
request, the insured will bring suit or transfer
those rights to us and help us enforce them.

-CHANGES

This policy contains all the agreements between
you and us concerning the insurance afforded.
The first Named Insured shown in the Declara-
tions is authorized to make changes in the terms
of this policy with our consent. This policy's
terms can be amended or waived only by en-
dorsement issued by us and made a part of this
policy.

K. EXAMINATION OF YOUR BOOKS AND RECORDS

L.

We or any of our representatives may examine
and audit your books and records as they relate
to this policy at any time during the policy period
and up to three years afterward for the purpose of
determining the premium for this insurance.

INSPECTIONS AND SURVEYS
We have the right but are not obligated to:
1. Make inspections and surveys at any time;

2. Give you reports on the conditions we find;
and
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3. Recommend changes,

Any inspections, surveys, reports or recommen-
dations relate only to insurability and the premi-
ums to be charged. We do not make safety in-
spections. We do not undertake to perform the
duty of any person or organization to provide for
the health or safety of workers or the public. And
we do not warrant that conditions:

1. Are safe or healthful; or

2. Comply with laws, regulations, codes or stan-
dards.

This condition applies not only to us, but also to
any rating, advisory, rate service or similar or-
ganization which makes insurance inspections,
surveys, reports or recommendations.

. PREMIUMS

(4) Under any Personal Injury Protection
benefits, if provided by the policy; or

(5) By or on behalf of any person or organi-
zation who may be legally responsible for
the bodily injury.

OTHER UNDERINSURED MOTORIST COVERAGE
